COUNCIL PROCEEDINGS
October 2, 2017
On Monday, October 2, 2017 at the Municipal Hall at 7:00 P.M. the regular meeting of the Council, City of Fredericksburg Chickasaw County was held.

Mayor Shain Kroenecke in the chair called the meeting to order at 7 p.m.  Council Members present were Dean Speicher, Jimmy Mitchell, Randy Leach, and Sheriton Dettmer.  Absent: Brad Schoonover.
Employees present were Bob Schulz and Cindy Lantow.
Guests present were Beth Becker, City Attorney; Lyle TeKippe, City Engineer; John Hanson & guest; Wade Wurzer, Bryan O’Day; Brandon Langreck; Mitchell Bush; Erica Sassmann; Victoria Rohde, Breanne Richards.
The Pledge of Allegiance was said by all in attendance.
A motion was made by Mitchell second by Dettmer to approve the agenda as presented which includes the Minutes of the September 6, 2017 Council Meeting; Financial Statement for June 2017; Summary List of Bills; Overtime/Comp. time for September 2017 – Bob – ½ hours Overtime; Curt – 1 ½ hours Overtime, 9 hours Comp. Time; Ray 2 hours Overtime, 7 hours Comp. Time.  All members present voting aye, motion carried.

Under Citizen Forum - No discussion
Sheriff Marty Hemann presented the September 2017 Law Report.  There were 100.5 hours worked during the month of September 2017 with a total of 295.0 for July - September 2017.
City Attorney Updates –


Beth Becker, our City Attorney, was present to update us on the Plum Street property.  There is a still lien on the house for $901.00 in past taxes.  A motion was made by Mitchell second by Leach to have the City pay back the lien to Dixie Joebgen from New Hampton in the amount of $901.00.  All members present voting aye, motion carried.

121 Lions Road – Beth stated that she had received a letter from John Hanson’s attorney stating that he would sell the City this property for $27,500.  The Council asked to table this until our November 6th 

Building Permit Applications presented – 

John Schroyer – concrete slab for patio, garage apron and trailer parking and Mick Urness – ramp – motion by Leach second by Dettmer to approve the permit applications as presented.  All members present voting aye, motion carried.
Librarian's Report – September’s report was included in the Council Packet for their review.
One bid was presented for the bid for flood clean-up / flumes from Speicher Excavating.  To remove and replace flumes on Railroad Street & Woodward Avenue and at Pearl Street & Woodward Avenue - $6,500 / Replace erosion stone & put rip-rap down by Jackson Street Bridge - $13,500 / Sand Removal and dispose of the sand - $1,590.  A motion was made by Mitchell second by Leach to accept this bid as stated.  All members present voting aye, motion carried.
Discussion was held on the roof and fascia on the City Hall.  There are leaks with the roof and the fascia is starting to come off on the west side of the City Hall entrance.  Shain and Cindy will work on contacting contractors to see about what can be done.

One bid was received for siding and roofing the garage at the Treatment Plant.  The Council agreed that we need to have more than one bid.  We will work on getting more bids.
We will be submitting a budget request to the County Board of Supervisors to be used for pool maintenance.  Shain and Cindy will be getting a budget request ready to submit.

Discussion was held on some work on the drainage ditch and a plugged culvert at the treatment plant.  A motion was made by Mitchell second by Dettmer to go out for bids on this project.  All members present voting aye, motion carried.
A payment request was presented from Blacktop Service Company for the Trail project in the amount of $236,497.08.  A motion was made by Speicher second by Leach to approve to make payment.  All members present voting aye, motion carried.  (Note the Trail Project is 92% complete done).

Wade Wurzer was present to discuss some concerns with the trail on Sherry Mattke’s property.  Lyle TeKippe was present and he will be meeting with Wade to answer any questions he may have.
Bob asked permission from the Council to purchase a medium sized chain saw.  A motion was made by Mitchell second by Dettmer to allow this.  All members present voting aye, motion carried.  Bob also stated that they would need to order about 10 bags of cold patch to finish up some pot holes.  
No action was taken under Old Business and under Updates.
There being no further business requiring Council action the meeting was adjourned at 7:50 p.m. with a motion by Leach and second by Mitchell.  All members present voting aye, motion carried.
