COUNCIL PROCEEDINGS
September 7, 2017
On Monday, September 7, 2017 at the Municipal Hall at 7:00 P.M. the regular meeting of the Council, City of Fredericksburg Chickasaw County was held.

Mayor Shain Kroenecke in the chair called the meeting to order at 7 p.m.  Council Members present were Jimmy Mitchell, Brad Schoonover, Dean Speicher, Randy Leach, and Sheriton Dettmer.  
Employees present were Cindy Lantow.
Guests present were Brittany Stange, Dave Strand, Mike Murray and Deb Merrill.
The Pledge of Allegiance was said by all in attendance.
A motion was made by Mitchell second by Leach to approve the agenda by amending to add a building permit for Amanda Warnke,  which includes the Minutes of the August 7, 2017 Council Meeting; Summary List of Bills; Overtime/Comp. time for August 2017 - Ray 2 hours Overtime.  All members present voting aye, motion carried.

Under Citizen Forum - No discussion
Sheriff Marty Hemann presented the August 2017 Law Report.  There were 106.5 hours worked during the month of August 2017 with a total of 194.5 for July & August 2017.
Building Permit Applications presented – 

Amanda Warnke – cement driveway – Motion by Mitchell second by Dettmer to approve the permit application as presented. All members present voting aye, motion carried.


Jon Nicolaisen – garage w/ upper level on garage – Motion by Leach second by Dettmer to approve the permit application as presented.  All members present voting aye, motion carried.
Mike Murray – New Barns / Shed at 2866 270th Street – Motion by Mitchell second by Leach to approve the permit application as presented.   All members present voting aye, motion carried.
Librarian's Report - included in the Council Packet for their review.
Brittany Stange with the Women of Fredericksburg was present to discuss with the Council some ideas for Niewoehner Park that they were thinking about applying for a Community Foundation Grant.  Some things they were thinking about are benches, picnic tables, hand air-dryers and rock around the swing sets.  The Council gave their stamp of approval and just asked that the City be kept in the loop as to what would be done as money allows.  
The Mayor opened the two (2) bids for the 1972 Fire Truck.  The bid results are as follows – Lyle Barnett - $960.00 / Marty Kroenecke - $801.00.  A motion was made by Speicher second by Dettmer to accept the high bid from Lyle Barnett for $960.00 to purchase the 1972 Fire Truck.  All members present voting aye, motion carried.

No action was taken on the Treatment Plant Garage Siding & Roofing as we received no bids to do the work.  We will work on getting bids for the October meeting.

Ordinance No. 233-08-2017 was presented for the possible 2nd & 3rd Readings.  A motion by Mitchell second by Dettmer that the rules governing the adoption of the Ordinance be suspended in order that this Ordinance No. 233-08-2017 be places upon its passage.  Ayes: Mitchell, Schoonover, Leach, Dettmer, Speicher.  Nays: None.    Motion carried.  Motion by Mitchell second by Dettmer that Ordinance No. 233-08-2017 be declared as having its first, second, and third readings and that the same be prepared for adoption.  Ayes: Mitchell, Schoonover, Leach, Dettmer, Speicher.  Nays: None.  Motion carried.  Moved by Mitchell second by Dettmer that Ordinance No. 233-08-2017, An Ordinance Amending the Code of Ordinances of the City of Fredericksburg, Iowa, 2013, By Amending Provisions Pertaining to Building & Land Use Regulations be adopted.  Ayes: Mitchell, Schoonover, Leach, Dettmer, Speicher.  Nays: None.  Whereupon the Mayor declared Ordinance No. 233-08-2017 duly adopted under the suspension of rules and to be in full force and effect from and after  its publication in a newspaper of general circulation in the City of Fredericksburg, Iowa.

A motion was made in the form of a resolution to accept the 2016/2017 Road Use Tax Report by Dettmer second by Schoonover.  Ayes: Mitchell, Schoonover, Leach, Dettmer, and Speicher.  Nays: None.  Whereupon the Mayor declared Resolution No. 1257-09-2017 passed and approved as of this date.  
A motion was made in the form of a resolution to accept the 2016/2017 Annual Urban Renewal Report by Mitchell second by Leach.  Ayes: Speicher, Dettmer, Leach, Schoonover, Mitchell.   Nays: None.  Whereupon the Mayor declared Resolution No. 1258-09-2017 passed and approved as of this date.

A motion was made by Mitchell second by Dettmer to approve the purchase of Sterilent from Team Labs for $8,000.00.  All members present voting aye, motion carried.

The garbage route will be adjusted to work better for picking up and getting other things done.  Bob showed a map to the council of the new proposed pickup days.  Starting the first of October pickup will be as follows – Tuesday pickup will be south of Main Street to West Avenue.  Wednesday pickup will be north of Main Street and west of West Avenue.  If a holiday falls on your pick-up day, your garbage will be picked up on Wednesday.  (A map of the route will be available at the City Hall.)
Bob asked the Council if it would be ok for him to get pricing on repairing / replacing the flumes on Railroad and Woodward & Pearl and Woodward.  It was stated to get pricing for the October meeting.

No action was taken under Old Business, Public Work Directors Report and under Updates.
Under Mayor / Council comments, the Mayor stated that he had a good meeting with the County Supervisors regarding some water issues.  
There being no further business requiring Council action the meeting was adjourned at 7:46 p.m. with a motion by Leach and second by Dettmer.  All members present voting aye, motion carried.

	ORDINANCE NO. 233-08-2017

An Ordinance Amending the Code of Ordinances of the City of Fredericksburg, Iowa 2013, By AMENDING PROVsIONS PERTAINING TO BUILDING & LAND USE REGULATIONS in the City of Fredericksburg, Iowa.

Be It Enacted by the City Council of the City of Fredericksburg, Iowa:

Section 1.  SECTION MODIFIED.  Sections 155.10 - BUILDING & LAND USE REGULATIONS of the Code of Ordinance of the Code of Ordinance of the City of Fredericksburg, Iowa, 2013 is repealed and the following adopted in lieu thereof:

 155.10 - #7 - APPEARANCE - Any unsightliness due to the appearance of any building or structure on the premises.  No agricultural type building shall be erected, shipping / cargo container moved in.  No garage or outside storage building with a side wall height greater than ten (10) feet or 
with a peak height greater than fourteen (14) feet shall be erected.  No galvanized steel or colored steel shall be used; the building must be sided with siding matching appearances of existing buildings.  No dirt or rock floors shall be used; garage floor must be a permanent base such as cement.

155.04 - #6 - APPLICATION - Plot Diagram.  There shall also be filed a plot diagram in a form and size suitable for filing permanently with the permit record, drawn to scale, with all dimensions figured, showing accurately the size and exact location of all proposed new construction, or in the case of demolition, of such construction as is to be demolished and of all existing buildings. (Any Survey disputes on property lines will be the expense of the property owners).  IF MOVING IN AN ACCESSORY BUILDING you must have signatures from your neighbors in a 200 foot radius and all bordering properties.  (see end of application for places to sign).

155.21    GARAGES AND OTHER ACCESSORY BUILDINGS.  A garage or other similar accessory building may be built in a rear yard, but such garage or accessory building shall not occupy more than thirty percent (30%) of a rear yard and shall not be nearer than two (2) feet to any side or rear lot line, except that when a garage is entered from an alley it shall not be located closer than ten (10) feet to the alley line and except that a garage that is located closer than 10 feet to the rear line of the main building shall provide the side yard for the main building.  A garage or accessory building may be built in a side yard if compliance is made with the same side yard requirements as for the main building. Any building moved in or built must be designed as a garage or accessory building that is purpose built for storage.


DEFINITION - ACCESSORY STRUCTURE / BUILDING



(1) “Accessory structure” means a subordinate structure located on the lot, the use of 
which is clearly incidental to and associated with the principal structure.



(2) Where an accessory structure is attached to the principal structure in a substantial manner, as by a roof, such accessory structure shall normally be considered as a part of the principal structure.



(3) Where an accessory structure is detached, it must comply with all the requirements of this chapter and code.



(4) Examples of accessory structures are garages, carports, playhouses, sheds, 
private 
greenhouses, gazebos, storage buildings

155.22    FENCES.  Fences may be erected provided the fences are placed two (2) feet inside the boundaries of a lot, with the good side of the fence facing the neighboring lot; provided, however, no fence shall be erected within thirty (30) feet of the intersection of two street lines, and no fence shall be constructed around all four sides of a property or in the front yard of a property. City employees must be able to access your yard to read meters. If meters need to be moved, it will be done at home owner's expense.

Section 2.  SEVERABILITY CLAUSE.  If any section, provision or part of this ordinance shall be adjudged invalid or unconstitutional such adjudication shall not affect the validity of the ordinance as a whole or any section, provision or part thereof not adjudged invalid or unconstitutional.

Section 3.  WHEN EFFECTIVE.  This ordinance shall be in effect from and after its final passage, approval and publication as provided by law.
