COUNCIL PROCEEDINGS
January 4, 2016
On Monday, January 4, 2016 at the Municipal Hall at 7:00 P.M. the regular meeting of the Council, City of Fredericksburg Chickasaw County was held.

Mayor Pro Tem Ralph Schultz in the chair called the meeting to order at 7 p.m.  Council Members present were Tim Harnisch, Randy Leach, Brad Schoonover, Stephanie Boecker.  Absent: Mayor Bryan O'Day.
Employees present were Cindy Lantow.
Guests present were Colletta, Damian and Skylar Harnisch, Mike Sorenson, Ryan Wilkerinson, Doug Meyer, Judy Broer, Chuck Stone, Toni, Will and Joe Kroenecke, Jim Steward, City Attorney, David Skilton
The Pledge of Allegiance was said by all in attendance.

A motion was made by Harnisch second by Leach to approve the consent agenda as presented -- Approval of the agenda; Minutes of the December 7, 2015 Council Meetings; Summary List of Bills; Overtime/Comp. Time for December 2015 - Bob – 4 1/2  hr OT; Curt – 3 1/2 hr OT; Ray – 5 hr OT; Rent Refund for Share the Harvest from November 2015.  All members present voting aye, motion carried. 
As there was no old business that the present Council needed to take care of, the Mayor ProTem, Ralph Schultz, announced that he and Tim Harnisch would step down and the new Mayor, Shain Kroenecke, and new Council members, Dean Speicher and Sheriton Dettmer would now take their seats at the Council Table.  Thank you to Ralph & Tim for your time and dedication to the City of Fredericksburg.

As Mayor, Shain welcomed everyone to the meeting.
Deputy Marty Hemann presented the December 2015 Law Report. There were 163 1/2 hours worked during the month of December 2015 with 150 hours required.  The following was reported for the month of December – 3 Traffic Citations; 3 Parking / Snow Citations; 2 Arrests; 13 Citizen Complaints Taken; 17 calls for service received; and 25 Traffic Stops.  
Under City Attorney updates, City Attorney, David Skilton, updated the Council on some rules on Open Meetings.  No action was taken during these updates.

Items A & B on the agenda - Hearing on 121 Lions Road and the Resolution Ordering Abatement of Nuisance  was postponed until the February Council Meeting.  There was no action taken on these items.
Judy Broer was present to discuss her building permit application that was presented to the Council at the December meeting.  The application was denied at the December meeting and Judy explained her reasoning's as to why the shed was needed.  After discussion, it was moved by Boecker second by Speicher to approve the building permit application for the canvas type shed since it was a replacement.  Ayes: Boecker, Schoonover, Dettmer Speicher.  Nays: Leach.  Motion passed.
Ryan Wilkerinson and Doug Meyer were present to talk to the Council about an idea of sharing / combining Sumner's and Fredericksburg's Park & Rec departments.  The Council listened to their ideas and some discussion was held.  More discussion will be held on the park & Rec department at future meetings. No action was taken at this time.

Pay Estimate #4 in the amount of $20,974.82 from K & W Electric for the Street Lighting Project was presented to the Council for their approval and payment.  A motion was made by Boecker seconded by Harnisch to approve payment of Pay Estimate #4 to K & W Electric.  All members present voting aye, motion carried.

The bid from Red Power in the amount of $3,724 for the back blade was presented to the Council for approval.  Councilman Leach had reviewed the bids from Ag Land, Bodensteiner and Red Power.  After discussion, it was moved Dettmer second by Schoonover to approve the bid from Red Power in the amount of $3,724.  All members present voting aye, motion carried.

Discussion was held on the Ambulance Contract that the City has with Chickasaw Ambulance Service which is up July 1, 2016. After discussion it was moved by Boecker second by Schoonover that a letter will be sent stating that the contract will not be renewed as written.  All members voting aye, motion carried.    
The Law Contract was next on the agenda and for 2016/2017 budget there will be a 3% increase in the amount which will be a total of $87,344 for 150 hours of service. After discussion it was moved by Boecker second by Leach that a letter will be sent stating that the contract will not be renewed as written.  All members present voting aye, motion carried.  City Attorney, David Skilton, stated that the City of Nashua would like to review our 28E agreement and possibility put in a bid for Law Services in Fredericksburg.  A motion was made by Boecker second by Schoonover to allow the 28E be shared with Nashua.  Ayes: Speicher, Leach, Boecker, Schoonover.  Nays: None.  Abstain: Dettmer.  Motion carried.
A motion was made by Boecker second by Leach for the 28E agreement for Law Services can be shared with anyone that asks for a copy.  All members present voting aye, motion carried.

A motion was made by Speicher second by Leach to set the mileage reimbursement rate to go with the Federal Standard each year.  This year it is at $.54 per mile.  All members present voting aye, motion carried.
Discussion was held on the liquor / beer license at the Community Center.  As of now Cory Ball holds the license and he has stated that he will not renew.  The Council is looking at what the options might be.  No action was taken at this time.

Motion by Dettmer second by Schoonover to approve the following appointments made by the Mayor - Heath Office - Dr. Luke Brinkman; Water/Sewer - **Leach & Boecker; Solid Waste - **Schoonover & Dettmer; Electric - **Speicher & Boecker; Streets & Sidewalks - **Speicher & Dettmer; Fire / EMS Board - **Schoonover & Dettmer; Swim Pool - **Boecker & Leach; Wage & Benefits -  **Boecker & Schoonover; Economic Development - Speicher & Leach (No Chairman of this committee); Mayor Pro Tem - Brad Schoonover. (**Indicates Chairman of Committee).  All members present voting aye, motion carried.

Motion by Boecker second by Dettmer to approve the following names to be listed on the signature card at Northeast Security Bank and Bank Iowa - Mayor, Shain Kroenecke; Mayor Pro-Tem, Brad Schoonover; City Administrator, Cindy Lantow; Administrative Assistant, Kim Hoffman.  All members present voting aye, motion carried.

There was no action taken under Old Business.
Under the Public Works Director's Report - None.
There being no further business requiring Council action it was moved by Boecker and seconded by Dettmer to adjourn at 9:20 P.M.  All members present voting aye, motion carried.
