COUNCIL PROCEEDINGS

October 16, 2019
On Wednesday, October 16, 2019 at the Municipal Hall at 6:00 P.M. a special meeting of the Council, City of Fredericksburg Chickasaw County was held.

Mayor Shain Kroenecke in the chair called the meeting to order at 6:00 P.M.  Council Members present were Jimmy Mitchell, Sheriton Dettmer, Dean Speicher, Doreen Cook and Randy Leach.
Employees present were Cindy Lantow.
Guests present – Beth Becker, City Attorney and Amanda Moenk, newspaper. 

The Pledge of Allegiance was said by all in attendance.

A motion was made by Leach second by Dettmer to approve the agenda as presented.  All members present voting aye, motion carried.   
Just as a reminder to all, Mayor Kroenecke went over the rules for being in closed session.
The first item on the agenda is Discussion on the Chickasaw County’s Writ of Mandamus (concerning the ambulance service).  A motion was made by Leach to Enter into closed session, Iowa Code 21.5© to discuss strategy with council in matters that are presently in litigation or where litigation is imminent where its disclosure would be likely to prejudice or disadvantage the position of the governmental body in that litigation.  Second by Mitchell.  Ayes: Mitchell, Speicher, Leach, Dettmer, Cook.  Nays: None.  The Mayor declared motion carried.

Discussion was held in closed session and no motions were made in the closed session.  A motion was made by Dettmer second by Mitchell to go out of closed session at 7:20 p.m. on October 16, 2019.  Ayes: Mitchell, Speicher, Leach, Dettmer, Cook.  Nays: None.  The Mayor declared motion carried.
A motion was made by Mitchell second by Speicher to go back into regular session at 7:20 p.m. on October 16, 2019.  Ayes: Mitchell, Speicher, Leach, Dettmer, Cook.  Nays: None.  The Mayor declared motion carried.
A motion was made by Cook to have the City Attorney write a letter to the County Attorney, Board of Supervisors, and Clerk of Court stating that on July 1, 2019 Fredericksburg agreed to pay towards the ambulance, that we do not feel we should pay any attorney fees and that we should be taken out of the law suit.  Discussion was held and the motion dies due to a lack of a second.  After motion died, it was discussed that each item would have to be addressed separately and would have to be answered in court and the attorney didn’t thing time would allow to get them all answered in the time frame allowed.
A motion was made by Dettmer second by Speicher that we have our City Attorney make acceptance and that we stand united front and go with Kennedy to handle the law suit and to require Kennedy to work with Beth, our City Attorney.  Ayes: Mitchell, Speicher, Leach, Dettmer.  Nays: Cook.  The Mayor declared the motion carried with a vote 4 to 1.  
A motion was made by Mitchell second by Leach that we, Fredericksburg, pay our share per capita of the legal fees for the Ambulance Council in this law suit as they have no checkbook. Ayes: Mitchell, Speicher, Leach, Dettmer.  Nays: Cook.  The Mayor declared the motion carried with a vote 4 to 1.  
A building permit application was presented for Leon & Ruth Klotz for a garage / work shop at 111 High Street.  After reviewing the application, a motion was made by Mitchell second by Dettmer to approve the permit as presented.  All members present voting aye, motion carried.

A list of bills was presented to the Council for payment (listed below) and after reviewing, a motion was made by Dettmer second by Leach to approve payment.  All members present voting aye, motion carried.

Under Old Business

Leach just updated the Council that American Leak Detection was here on Monday and checked the pool for leaks.  They found 2 leaks on the return pressure line.  The Pool Committee will be meeting to make a plan to repair.  No action taken at this time under old business.

There being no further business requiring Council action the meeting was adjourned with a motion by Mitchell and a second by Dettmer at 7:38 p.m.  All members present voting aye, motion carried.
The next Council regular meeting will be on Monday, November 4, 2019 at 7:00 p.m.
