COUNCIL PROCEEDINGS
November 7, 2016
On Monday, November 7, 2016 at the Municipal Hall at 7:00 P.M. the regular meeting of the Council, City of Fredericksburg Chickasaw County was held.

Mayor Shain Kroenecke in the chair called the meeting to order at 7 p.m.  Council Members present were Randy Leach, Dean Speicher, Brad Schoonover, Jimmy Mitchell and Sheriton Dettmer.

Employees present were Bob Schulz, Cindy Lantow and Ray Armbrecht.

Guests present were Brian Wurzer, Jerry Linder, John Hanson, Carol Steege, Gary Steege, Dale Flugge, Bryan Schaufenbuel and members of the SF High School Government Class.
The Pledge of Allegiance was said by all in attendance.
A motion was made by Leach second by Dettmer to approve the consent agenda as presented - Approval of the agenda as presented; Minutes of the October 10 and October 17, 2016 Council Meetings; Financial Reports for September 2016; Summary List of Bills; Overtime/Comp. time for October 2016 - Bob – 2 hrs. Comp Time; Curt – 2 hr. Overtime and Ray 1 1/2hrs.  Comp. Time; Rent refund for the Lion's Pancake Breakfast.  All members present voting aye, motion carried.

Under Citizen Forum – Jerry Linder, President of the Fredericksburg Community Development Corp. gave an update on Telepharm.  The overall progress is good and is headed in the right direction.   No action was taken during the Citizen Forum.
Deputy Marty Hemann presented the October 2016 Law Report. There were 96.5 hours worked during the month of October 2016.  The following was reported for the month of October – 0 Traffic Citations; 0 Parking / Snow Citations; 3 Arrests; 15 Citizen Complaints Taken; 1 Motor Vehicle Accident; 23 calls for service received; and 2 Traffic Stops.  
City Attorney, David Skilton, was present went over the procedures to open an estate for the property at 306 Plum Street so that this property can be cleaned up and / or sold.  A motion by Dettmer second by Leach to proceed as needed.  All members present voting aye, motion carried.
Fire Chief, Ray Armbrecht, presented a bid from Midwest Fire of LuVerne, Minnesota in the amount $249,932.00.  The chassis is a 2018 M2 106 Freightliner in the amount of $81,414.00 and the Rural Fire will purchase.  A motion was made by Speicher second by Leach to approve this purchase.  All members present voting aye, motion carried.
Discussion was held on purchasing a snow plow truck and / or a street sweeper.  It was decided that we need more information on these trucks / sweepers before any decision can be made.  No action was taken.
The price of yard waste bags was discussed.  The City's cost to purchase a yard waste bag is $.33 per bag and we sell them for $.35 per bag.  After discussion, it was decided that the price per bag should go to $.50.  An ordinance will be prepared for the next council meeting to amend this price.

No action was taken under reviewing dumpster prices or garbage container "rules".  The waste collection committee and employees will meet to go over all of this and will present their suggestions at the December meeting.

A motion was made by Dettmer second by Leach to enter into the Iowa's Living Roadways Project grant and to sign the agreements.  All members present voting aye, motion carried.
Discussion was held on leasing a new copier for the City offices from Ricoh.  A motion was made by Speicher second by Leach to go with a 3 year lease.  All members present voting aye, motion carried.

John Hansen was present to give an update on the property at 121 Lions Road which he is continuing to work on.  He hopes to make apartments in that building.
Discussion was held on UTV's and making them legal to drive on City streets.  Randy and Dean will be working on the procedures.

Under Public Works Director's Report -


Substation - Alliant will be working on the substation on Sunday, November 20 from 2 am - 7 am which will shut down the whole town..  These repairs are necessary to prevent an emergency shut-down.  

Bridge in City Park -- the walk bridge going from the City Park to Mechanic Street - is in need of repair or should be taken out.  Once ownership is decided, it was the consensus of the Council that the bridge should be removed.  

 There was no action taken under Old Business.
There being no further business requiring Council action the meeting was adjourned at 7:58 p.m. by Mayor Kroenecke.
The next regular meeting of the Fredericksburg City Council will be on Monday, December 5, 2016 at 7:00 P.M.
