COUNCIL PROCEEDINGS
November 5, 2018 
On Monday, November 5, 2018 at the Municipal Hall at 7:00 P.M. the regular meeting of the Council, City of Fredericksburg Chickasaw County was held.

Mayor Shain Kroenecke in the chair called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  Council Members present were Dean Speicher, Doreen Cook, Jimmy Mitchell, Randy Leach and Sheriton Dettmer
Employees present were Bob Schulz and Cindy Lantow.
Guests present were Cathy Proctor, Deputy Ryan Shawver, Dave Fay, Markus Johns, Sam Sims
The Pledge of Allegiance was said by all in attendance.

A motion was made by Leach second by Mitchell to approve the consent agenda as presented – October 1 and 15, 2018 Council Minutes; Summary List of Bills; Financial Reports for September 2018 and Overtime/Comp. Time for October 2018 – Bob –  1/2 hour OT & 1 hour Comp. Time; and Ray 5 hours OT & 1 ½ hours Comp..  All members present voting aye, motion carried.
Deputy Ryan Shawver presented the October 2018 Law Report.  There were 105.0 hours worked during the month of October 2018 with a total of 408.0 hours for July - October 2018 which is an average of 102.0 hrs per month.  
Building Permits – 

Ron Alysworth – an application was presented for a garage at 308 E. High Street.  A motion was made by Leach second by Cook to approve the permit as presented.  All members present voting aye, motion carried.
Library Report for October was in the Council packets. No action taken.
New Business –


Cathy Proctor, new owner of the Farmhouse Bed & Breakfast and Farmhouse Winery, was present to introduce herself to the Council and to request some assistance for energy efficiency and any other incentives that the City may have for a new business owner.  The Council welcomed her to Fredericksburg and will look and see what can be offered.


Incentives for new business / homeowners – no action taken at this time.


Tobacco Violation / File Charges – The City received notification that Casey’s had a tobacco violation.  A motion was made by Dettmer second by Mitchell to let the state handle any charges that may occur.


Leachate Treatment / User Agreement – An agreement between the City and Chickasaw County to allow the City to accept the Leachate from the old Chickasaw County Landfill and to charge for this service was presented for approval.  The Sewer Committee had met with Adam Morris of Fehr Graham and went over the agreement and it was their suggestion that the Council approve.  A motion was made by Mitchell second by Dettmer to approve this agreement.  All members present voting aye, motion carried.  (Now it will be present to the County for their approval).


Speed Signs – The speed signs that were ordered to show the speed you were driving when coming into Fredericksburg were wrong.  We got flashing signs not the variable speed signs like we wanted.  We can send them back but it will cost $800+ for restocking, insurance and shipping to do so.  After much discussion, a motion was made by Leach second by Speicher to use these signs for now.  Ayes: Leach, Speicher.  Nays: Cook, Dettmer, Mitchell. Motion dies.  A motion was made by Mitchell second by Dettmer to order 2 variable radar signs and to return the ones we received.  Shain will get new pricing and it was stated that we would go with the cheapest as long as it met our needs.  Ayes: Mitchell, Dettmer, Cook.  Nays: Speicher, Leach. Motion carried.


Pool – Ordering new Pump – A motion was made to purchase a 7 ½ hp & valves for the pool and to install in the spring by Mitchell and second by Cook.  All members present voting aye, motion carried.


Mowing at the Industrial Park – Much discussion was held on this and Cindy was directed to have this discussed once again at the FCDC meeting.  Shain did ask that if it could be mowed by the City one more time this year.  


Request from Lion’s Club to put their sign on the City entrance sign – A motion by Mitchell second by Dettmer to allow the Lion’s to put a sign on the City’s entrance sign.  All members present voting aye, motion carried.

Collection Past Due Utility Bills / Income Offset Program – Discussion was held on collecting past due utility accounts.  Cindy explained to the Council the Income Offset Program.  A motion was made by Mitchell second by Leach to start using this program.  All members present voting aye, motion carried.


Deposit for Utilities – Some discussion was held on raising the amount of the Utility Deposit but no action was taken only stated that we should leave it alone for now.  


Timeline to bid water & sewer project on Railroad Street – Discussion was held on the project and thought with bids going out in December would be good.  More information will be coming on this.


Garbage Route – some discussion was held on how the route could be more efficient.  A possibility would be to have all the garbage totes places to the street and not the alley but Main Street pickup would still be in the alley.  No action was taken.  More discussion will be held on this at the December Council Meeting.


Blue Pickup – A motion was made by Mitchell second by Dettmer that the City keep the Blue Pickup (that Bob was driving) and it would be used for the part-time person to use.


Locator – Bob presented a new locator for the City to consider purchasing.  This is used to locate the Water and Electric lines on properties.  A motion was made by Dettmer second by Speicher to purchase this new locator for $2869, all members present voting aye, motion carried.


Mike’s Property – Richard Mikes has offered some land to the City to be used as a park or a parking lot for the trail.  After much discussion, a motion was made by Speicher second by Leach to accept this gift of land.  All members present voting aye, motion carried.


Trail Cam / Security Camera – Curt had some pricing for a trail cam or security cameras for the yard waste site and behind the City Shop.  The Council asked that he get more info on these for our next meeting.  No action taken at this time.


Main Street Housing – Shain stated that there are some people that would like to put apartments in the lower level of a couple of the Main Street Businesses.  At one time the Council had a resolution stating that this could not happen.  After some discussion, it was decided that if someone wanted to do so, they could present a building permit application to the Council and the Council would look at each situation and act accordingly.  No action taken at this time.

Under old business -  


Building Inspector - a good start but need some more work on the description.

No other action / discussion held under old business.

Under the Public Works Director Report – Bob stated all was going well in all departments.
There being no further business requiring Council action it was moved by Dettmer second by Speicher to adjourn at 9:02 p.m.
