COUNCIL PROCEEDINGS
December 4, 2017
On Monday, December 4, 2017 at the Municipal Hall at 7:00 P.M. the regular meeting of the Council, City of Fredericksburg Chickasaw County was held.

Mayor Pro Tem in the chair called the meeting to order at 7 p.m.  Council Members present were Jimmy Mitchell, Dean Speicher, Randy Leach, and Sheriton Dettmer.  Absent: Mayor Shain Kroenecke.
Employees present were Curt Gruenberg and Cindy Lantow.
Guests present were Doreen Cook, Gary & Carol Steege, Kara Johns
The Pledge of Allegiance was said by all in attendance.
A motion was made by Mitchell second by Leach to approve the agenda as presented which includes the Minutes of the November 6, 2017 Council Meeting; Financial Statement for October 2017; Summary List of Bills; Overtime/Comp. time for November 2017 – Bob – 9 hrs Comp. Time / Curt – 8 hrs Comp. Time & 1 hr overtime / Ray – 6 hrs Overtime and 8 hour Comp. Time.  All members present voting aye, motion carried.

Under Citizen Forum - No discussion
Sheriff Marty Hemann presented the November 2017 Law Report.  There were 88.5 hours worked during the month of November 2017 with a total of 471.0 hours for July - November 2017.
City Attorney Updates – City Attorney, Beth Becker, was present to update the Council on the Plum Street House. Beth informed the Council that she is in the process to file some paperwork on the estate that was not done in the past and needs to be done to get clear title.  She is hoping to get the e-filed by the end of the week as the filing system is down right now.  Once the papers are filed there is a 30 day waiting period.  It is an ongoing process, with hopes to have clear title by the February meeting.
Under New Business –

Kara Johns, pool manager, was present to get the Council permission to apply for a grant thru the Community Foundation -- all were in agreement to do so. The Pool Committee will be meeting next Wednesday to go over what to apply for with a possibility of applying for a new filter.

 

Old Case Tractor - Brakes - Leach said that the brakes on the Case have not been working correctly and need to be fixed.  The Council all agreed that the brakes need to be fixed. Leach will contact Case to have them come out and see what needs to be done. 
Tractor Lease –The Case tractor program where the City leases for the year will be making some modifications to the program but shouldn’t change anything for the City at this time.  The tractor for 17/18 has been ordered and should be here in July and again is $500 per year.  

Brush Pile by Lagoons - Leach got an estimate from Nolte Excavating of $4,000 to clean up the burn piles, remove remaining trees and brush on dike, leveling around discharge pipe.  A motion was made by Mitchell second by Dettmer to get this done.  All members present voting aye, motion carried.  
Garbage Totes -- Curt said there are about 10-12 people each week that either have an extra bag setting on top of the tote or beside it and you are to have everything in the tote with the lid closed.  The Council instructed that the guys leave the extra bag and Curt is to let Cindy know so that it can be kept track of how many times it is violated.  The Council will be talking about a policy to fine the violators next month.  

Daktronics Service agreement – a motion was made by Dettmer second by Leach to approve to extend the Daktronics Service agreement for another year at the cost of $595 per year.  All members present voting aye, motion carried.
Helping Services budget request – The City received a budget request from Helping Services and a motion by Mitchell second by Dettmer to table until January to try to find out what the money would go to.  All members present voting aye, motion carried.
Christmas Bonus – A motion was made in the form of a resolution by Speicher second by Leach to give the following Christmas Bonuses so that the take home is $100.00 for Bob Schulz, Curt Gruenberg, Ray Armbrecht, Cindy Lantow and Kim Hoffman; take home is $25.00 for Rachel Jarchow and Abby Lienau.  Ayes: Mitchell, Speicher, Leach, Dettmer.  Nays: None.  Whereupon the Mayor Pro Tem declared Resolution No 1258-12-2017 is passed and approved as of this date.
Contract Change Order on Trail – The change order #1 was presented to the Council for approval with a decrease of $4,176.93 due to not using the entire special back fill.  A motion was made by Mitchell second by Dettmer to accept this Change Order.  All members present voting aye, motion carried. 
Partial Payment Estimate #2 for Trail Project – The Partial Payment Estimate # 2 in the amount of $16,142.56 was presented to the Council to approve for payment. A motion was made by Mitchell second by Dettmer to approve Partial Payment Estimate #2 and for payment to be made.  All members present voting aye, motion carried.   

Agreement for 2018 Utility Improvements -- This is the agreement from Fehr Graham was presented to the Council for approval.  A motion was made by Leach second by Dettmer to approve this agreement.  All members present voting aye, motion carried. 
OLD BUSINESS – no action was taken under old business.
There being no further business requiring Council action the meeting was adjourned at 8:12 p.m. by the Mayor Pro Tem.
