COUNCIL PROCEEDINGS
December 5, 2016
On Monday, December 5, 2016 at the Municipal Hall at 7:00 P.M. the regular meeting of the Council, City of Fredericksburg Chickasaw County was held.

Mayor Shain Kroenecke in the chair called the meeting to order at 7 p.m.  Council Members present were Dean Speicher, Jimmy Mitchell, Sheriton Dettmer, Randy Leach.  Absent: Brad Schoonover.
Employees present were Cindy Lantow.
The Pledge of Allegiance was said by all in attendance.
A motion was made by Leach second by Mitchell to approve the consent agenda as presented - Approval of the agenda as presented; Minutes of the November 7, 2016 Council Meetings; Financial Reports for October 2016; Summary List of Bills; Overtime/Comp. time for November 2016 - Bob – 6 hrs. Over Time and 1 hr Comp. Time; Curt – 17 hr. Comp. Time and Ray 9 hrs.  Comp. Time; Rent refund for Hometown Christmas. All members present voting aye, motion carried.

Deputy Reed Palo presented the November 2016 Law Report. There were 111.5 hours worked during the month of November 2016.  The following was reported for the month of November – 6 Traffic Citations; 0 Parking / Snow Citations; 4 Arrests; 4 Citizen Complaints Taken; 0 Motor Vehicle Accident; 10 calls for service received; and 0 Traffic Stops.  
It was noted that the November Librarian's Report was in the Council Packets for their review.
Discussion was held on purchasing a different street sweeper from Trans Iowa Equipment from Ankeny, Iowa.  Bob had requested some information on a used machine and leasing purchase options.  After discussion a motion was made by Dettmer second by Mitchell to purchase the reconditioned 2008 Elgin Whirlwind Street Sweeper and to go with the 5 year full payout municipal lease pending our inspection of the sweeper.  All members present voting aye, motion carried.  
The following was presented for Council action - An Ordinance Amending the Code of Ordinances of the City of Fredericksburg, Iowa 2013, By AMENDING PROVIONS PERTAINING TO  yard waste bags  in the City of Fredericksburg, Iowa. Be It Enacted by the City Council of the City of Fredericksburg, Iowa:  Section 1.  SECTION MODIFIED.  Sections 105.06 of the Code of Ordinance of the City of Fredericksburg, Iowa, 2013 is repealed and the following adopted in lieu thereof:  105.06  - SEPARATION OF YARD WASTE REQUIRED.  All yard waste shall be separated by the owner or occupant from all other solid waste accumulated on the premises and shall be composted or burned on the premises or placed in acceptable containers (yard waste bags purchased through the City) and set out for collection by the City, which will be on a different day from regular solid waste collection.  The City yard waste bags are sold at $.50 each.  Yard waste must be in the special yard waste bags in order for the yard waste to be picked up by City employees.  Only debris such as grass clippings, leaves and garden waste may be put in the yard waste bags.  If customers choose to haul their own yard waste, they are not required to use the bags but are required to empty out the contents of the bags at the yard waste site.  Tree limbs of less than four (4) inches in diameter and brush will be collected by the City employees provided they are securely tied in bundles not more than forty-eight (48) inches long or eighteen (18) 
inches in diameter.  The weight of any individual bundle shall not exceed seventy-five (75) pounds.  Yard waste bags and bundles of limbs should be set on the area between the curb and sidewalk, not in the street. 

Motion by Dettmer second by Leach that the rules governing the adoption of the Ordinance be suspended in order that this Ordinance No. 229-12-16 be placed upon its passage.  Ayes:  Mitchell, Leach, Dettmer, Speicher.  Nays: None.  Motion passed.
Motion by Dettmer second by Leach that Ordinance No. 229-12-16 be declared as having its first, second and third readings and that the same be prepared for adoption.  Ayes: Mitchell, Leach, Dettmer, Speicher.  Nays: None.  Motion passed.

Moved by Mitchell second by Dettmer that Ordinance No. 229-12-16, - An Ordinance Amending the Code of Ordinances of the City of Fredericksburg, Iowa 2013, By AMENDING PROVIONS PERTAINING TO  yard waste bags  in the City of Fredericksburg, Iowa be adopted.  Ayes: Speicher, Dettmer, Leach, Mitchell.  Nays: None.  

Whereupon the Mayor declared Ordinance No. 229-12-16 duly adopted under the suspension of the rules and to be in full force and effect from and after its publication in a newspaper of general circulation in the City of Fredericksburg, Iowa.

A motion was made by Mitchell second by Dettmer to adopt the following rules for the new garbage totes.  Ayes: Mitchell, Leach, Dettmer.  Nays: Speicher.  Motion carried. (The "rules" will be on a sticker and put on the inside of the garbage tote.)

· Set the garbage tote where you normally set out your garbage bags for pickup.

· The garbage tote MUST be off the street.   If you set at the curb, make sure your tote is behind the curb.

· The lid on the garbage tote MUST be CLOSED.

· It is recommended that your garbage be in some sort of a bag.  It is a MUST that food scraps, dog and kitty pooh be in a bag.  It is your responsibility to keep the garbage bag clean.

· NO EXTRA BAGS will be allowed for pickup.  Everything MUST be in the garbage tote to be picked up.

· Only put in the garbage tote garbage items as you would put in the yellow garbage bag.  (NO yard waste, no oil, no electronics, no tires, no TV's)

· If you have a large item (such as chairs, couches, tables, etc), you can still buy a yellow sticker to be put on the item for pickup.  The stickers cost $2.00 each.

· It is suggested that your tote can only be set out 24 hours before garbage day and left out 24 hours after.

A motion was made in the form of a resolution by Speicher second by Leach to give the following Christmas Bonuses so that the take home is $100.00 for Bob Schulz, Curt Gruenberg, Ray Armbrecht, Cindy Lantow and Kim Hoffman; take home is $25.00 for Rachel Jarchow and Abby Lienau.  Ayes: Mitchell, Leach, Dettmer, Speicher.  Nays: None.  Whereupon the Mayor declared Resolution No.  1242-12-2016 is passed and approved as of this date.
No action was taken on - 

· Electric Rate Increase - will meet in committee to work on the increase.  One reason for the increase is that our rates from REC are increasing.
· Christmas Decorations - all think the Christmas decorations look great and thought it would be good if they were on in the morning too.
· Alley by T. Schott / G. Stone - this alley will be a non-maintained alley and no action was necessary.

Under old business -

· Update on 121 Lion's Road - none
· UTV's - Randy and Dean are drafting an ordinance to present to the Council for their review

There being no further business requiring Council action the meeting was adjourned at 7:50 p.m. by Mayor Kroenecke.
