COUNCIL PROCEEDINGS

FEBRUARY 13, 2019
On Wednesday, February 13, 2019 at the Municipal Hall at 5:00 P.M. a special meeting of the Council, City of Fredericksburg Chickasaw County was held.

Mayor Shain Kroenecke in the chair called the meeting to order at 5:00 p.m.  Council Members present were Dean Speicher, Doreen Cook, Sheriton Dettmer, Jimmy Mitchell and Randy Leach.
Employees present were Cindy Lantow.
The Pledge of Allegiance was said by all in attendance.

A motion was made by Mitchell second by Cook to amend the agenda to add an agreement between the City and Fire Dept on operating the drone.  All members present voting aye, motion carried.   A motion was made by Dettmer second by Leach to amend the agenda as amended.  All members present voting aye, motion carried.
New Business – 

Park & Rec Position – Leach presented the idea that the Park & Rec board would like to see Trevor Harris and Erica Ollendieck hired as the Park & Rec Directors for the City of Fredericksburg.  After some discussion, a motion was made in the form of a resolution by Leach second by Dettmer to hire Trevor and Erica at $15.00 per hour.  Ayes: Cook, Dettmer, Leach, Speicher, and Mitchell.  Nays: None.  Whereupon the Mayor declared Resolution No. 1273-02-2019 passed and approved as of this date.

Co-op Building Permit – A building permit was presented for the Farmers Win Co-op for an extension of a cement pad for one of their containment pads.  A motion was made by Speicher second by Dettmer to approve the application as presented.  All members present voting aye, motion carried.

Proclamation for “Bee” Day – A motion was made by Dettmer second by Cook to have the Mayor sign the proclamation for “Bee” Day which is on February 27th.  All members present voting aye, motion carried. (The Mayor proclaims February 27, 2019 as IOWA HONEY BEE DAY and encourages all citizens, residents and visitors of Fredericksburg, Iowa to join in observing this day and focusing on the importance of honey bees to our state economy, to enjoy the honey and other products of honey bees, to recognize the honey bees’ role in maintaining our Iowa environment, and to assist in reducing the threats to honey bee survival in our state.)

The Council spent the rest of the evening going over the City’s FY 2019/2020 budget.  A motion was made by Speicher second by Mitchell to approve the 1.01% budget increase for the Upham Memorial Library.  Ayes: Mitchell, Speicher, Dettmer, and Leach.  Nays: Cook.  Motion passed. There were no other motions made during the budget discussion.
