COUNCIL PROCEEDINGS
February 6, 2017
On Monday, February 6, 2017 at the Municipal Hall at 7:00 P.M. the regular meeting of the Council, City of Fredericksburg Chickasaw County was held.

Mayor Shain Kroenecke in the chair called the meeting to order at 7 p.m.  Council Members present were Jimmy Mitchell, Dean Speicher, Randy Leach, Sheriton Dettmer, Brad Schoonover.
Employees present were Cindy Lantow.
Guests present were James Kime, Chandra Shimek, McKayle Mashek, Amanda Harkrader, Milo Drape, Toni Kroenecke, Sheriff Martin Hemann.

The Pledge of Allegiance was said by all in attendance.
A motion was made by Mitchell second by Speicher to approve the consent agenda as presented - Approval of the agenda as presented; Minutes of the January 9, 25 and 30, 2017 Council Meetings; Financial Reports for December 2016; Summary List of Bills; Overtime/Comp. time for January 17 - Bob – 3 1/2 hrs. Over Time/11 hours Comp. Time; Curt – 3 hrs Over Time /1 hrs. Comp. Time and Ray 3 hrs.  Over Time/2 hrs Comp. Time; Liquor Licenses Renewals - City of Fredericksburg, Here'z 2 U and F'Burg Food Center.  All members present voting aye, motion carried.

Sheriff Marty Hemann presented the January 2017 Law Report. There were 72.5 hours worked during the month of January 2017.  With a total of 722.5 from July 2016 to January 2017.   
Toni Kroenecke and Amanda Harkrader, Park & Rec Directors, presented to the Council their budget request for the year and to give a report on Park & Rec activities.  Basketball went well!  T-Ball / Baseball /Softball registration prices were presented and a motion by Mitchell second by Dettmer to accept the following - T-Ball (Jr. K, Kindergarten, 1st Grade) @$20.00 / player; Coach/Pitch (2/3 grades) @$35.00 / player; Minors (4/5 grades) @60.00 and without a jersey $45.00 /player.  All members present voting aye, motion carried.
Discussion was held on issuing credit cards to the City guys (Bob, Ray and Curt) to be used when traveling, meals, hotel/motel stays and when needed to fill a vehicle with fuel.  Cindy had some examples of policies that she will get put together and ready for Council review.  A motion was made by Speicher second by Dettmer to proceed with getting info on getting City Credit Cards for the guys.  All members present voting aye, motion carried.

Cindy has been looking into getting a credit / debit card machine to be used for bill paying here at City Hall.  A motion was made by Schoonover second by Mitchell to proceed  with getting the info.  All members present voting aye, motion carried.

A motion was made by Leach second by Dettmer to go out for bids for the street work for fiscal year 2017/2018 and to go with limestone chips.  All members present voting aye, motion carried.
Dean Speicher brought up the idea of having 2 meetings per month to help with communication and to help make more timely decisions.  After some discussion, a motion was made by Speicher to hold 2 meetings per month on the 1st and 3rd Mondays of each month.  Motion died due to a lack of a second.

Jimmy Mitchell discussed with the Council the idea of having some part-time help to help with snow removal, mowing , City Maintenance items, possibly reading meters, and garbage route.  No action was taken at this time.  More discussion will be held on this subject at the March 2017 Council Meeting.

Jimmy Mitchell also talked with the Council the idea of setting a snow emergency policy.  A policy will be drafted and presented at the March meeting for further discussion.

Some discussion was held on the ambulance contract, at this time we have no crew to operate the ambulance and it just sets in the shed.  The Council gave their consensus to have Shain email Jeremy and to discuss this situation on the ambulance just setting in the shed and should there be some compensation back to the City.

A motion was made by Dettmer second by Mitchell to set the date for the public hearing on the FY 2017/2018 Budget on Monday, March 6, 2017 at 7:30 p.m.  All members present voting aye, motion carried.
Randy Leach and Dean Speicher presented to the Council an update ordinance to include Golf Carts and UTV's.  A motion was made by Leach second by Speicher to hold the 1st reading of the Ordinance on Wednesday, February 8, 2017 at our special budget meeting.  Ayes: Speicher, Leach, Schoonover.  Nays: Mitchell, Dettmer.

Under Old Business, no action was taken.

There being no further business requiring Council action the meeting was adjourned at 8:02 p.m. with a motion by Dettmer and a second by Mitchell.  All members present voting aye, motion carried.
The next regular meeting of the Fredericksburg City Council will be on Monday, March 6, 2017 at 7:00 P.M.
