COUNCIL PROCEEDINGS
March 12, 2018
On Monday, March 12, 2018 at the Municipal Hall at 5:00 P.M. the regular meeting of the Council, City of Fredericksburg Chickasaw County was held.

Mayor Shain Kroenecke in the chair called the meeting to order at 5:30 p.m.  Council Members present were Randy Leach, Dean Speicher, Doreen Cook, Jimmy Mitchell, and Sheriton Dettmer. (Cook had to leave the meeting at 6:30 p.m. as she had another meeting to attend).
Employees present were Bob Schulz, Ray Armbrecht and Cindy Lantow.
Guests present were Sheriff Marty Hemann, Jerry Linder, Brad Ellison, Katie Rich, Alex Rich, Lyle TeKippe, Bob Vrzak, Heath Hockenberry, Wade Wurzer, Sherry Mattke, and Toni Kroenecke
The Pledge of Allegiance was said by all in attendance.

A motion was made by Mitchell second by Speicher to approve the consent agenda -- Approval of the agenda with the additions of Park & Rec, Mike’s Property and Snow Plow/Pickup Discussion; ; Minutes of the February 5 and February 12, 2018 Council Meetings; Summary List of Bills; Overtime/Comp. Time for February 2018 - Bob – 8 hrs overtime / 3 hours Comp. Time; Curt – 8 hrs overtime; Ray – 8 ½ hrs overtime; and Rent Refund Request from Fun in the Son Daycare & Preschool.  All members present voting aye, motion carried. 
Sheriff Marty Hemann presented the February 2018 Law Report.  There were 106.5 hours worked during the month of February 2018 with a total of 804.5 hours for July – February 2018.

Under City Attorney updates – per the Hinkle Estate on Plum Street, a bill was submitted of $125.00 for final court costs.  A motion was made by Mitchell second by Leach to approve this payment.  All members present voting aye, motion carried.  Once payment is made and the Judge signs the Order to close the estate, then this should give clear title to the City to dispose of the lot as needed.  More discussion will be held on this at a later date.
Building Permits – none
Library Report for February was in the Council packets and no discussion was held on this.

Being it is 5:15 p.m., the Mayor announced that it was the time and place for the Public Hearing on the proposed 2018/2019 Fiscal Year Budget.  A motion was made by Mitchell second by Dettmer to go into the Public Hearing on the proposed 2018/2019 Fiscal Year Budget.  Ayes: Cook, Dettmer, Leach, Speicher, and Mitchell. Nays: None.  Motion carried. There were no written or oral comments on the Budget from the public.  Council person Cook stated that she felt that for the wages there should be an exact percentage of what would be given instead of an estimated percentage.  A motion was made by Mitchell second by Leach to go out of the Public Hearing and to go back into regular session.  Ayes: Cook, Dettmer, Leach, Speicher and Mitchell. Nays: None. Motion carried.  There being no objections either written or oral, Resolution No. 1259-03-2018 was presented for action.  

Resolution No. 1259-03-2018 - A RESOLUTION ADOPTING THE ANNUAL BUDGET FOR THE FISCAL YEAR ENDING JUNE 30, 2019, BE IT RESOLVED, By the Council of the City of Fredericksburg, Iowa: The annual budget for the fiscal year ending June 30, 2019 as set forth in the Budget Summary Certificate and in the detailed budget expenditures and allocations, to programs and activities, for said fiscal year, is adopted.  The City Administrator is hereby directed to make the filing by law and set up her books in accordance with the summary as adopted.

A motion was made by Mitchell second by Dettmer to approve Resolution No. 1259-03-2018 as presented.  Ayes: Mitchell, Speicher, Leach, Dettmer.  Nays: Cook.  Whereupon the Mayor declared Resolution No. 1259-03-2018 passed and approved as of this date.

Lyle TeKippe from Fehr Graham was present to the Council the Final Pay Estimate in the amount of $7,867.78 and to request that the project be accepted.  He also explained what could be done to help with some drainage along Sherry Mattke’s property and how the driveway to their field could be repaired.  Sherry Mattke & Wade Wurzer were here to express their concerns on this to the Council.  After much discussion, it was moved by Mitchell second by Leach to accept the project and to make final payment in 30 days.  TeKippe will work with Wade Wurzer and the Council on some modifications to help with the drive and drainage.  All members present voting aye, motion carried.
Alex Rich went over his Eagle Scout proposed project for Pet Waste Stations along the Trail as he had presented to the Council in February.  After some discussion, the Council stated that they did not think these pet waste stations would be used and that it would be an issue with maintenance in the future.  They stated that they did not want to hurt his idea and appreciated the fact that he wanted to do something in the City.  The Council presented an idea for the City Park; they suggested an idea of disc / Frisbee golf.  The Council gave their ok for this project if Alex chooses to do so for his Eagle Scout Project. 
Jerry Linder and Bob Vrzak each presented their General Liability Insurance Policies to the City Council.  Linder’s – Continental Western - $22,239 and Vrzak – EMC - $23,836 – both prices include the liquor liability.  After much discussion, a motion was made by Leach second by Mitchell to go with EMC as the Council felt it gave the City better coverage.  All members present voting aye, motion carried.

The Mayor opened the two bids for the LP Project for the heating at the Fire Station.  The results are as follows – F’Burg Plumbing & Heating - $15,650.00 for three heaters on the north end of building / $4,145.00 for optional fourth heater on the south end = $19,795.00 and Phillips Refrigeration - $16,866.00 for three heaters on the north end of building / $4,606.00 for optional fourth heater on the south end = $21,472.00.  A motion was made by Leach second by Cook to approve the bid from F’Burg Plumbing & Heating.  All members present voting aye, motion carried.
A quote from Quality Pump was presented to the Council for a new Ebar Model 150DLFU 25hp 460 volt submersible pump for the Main Lift Station with a 6” ANSI adapter Flange for $11,386.00 plus freight.  A motion was made by Speicher second by Leach to approve this purchase.  All members present voting aye, motion carried.

A motion was made by Dettmer second by Cook to accept the resignation of Rachel Jarchow as Janitor with her last day being on March 14, 2018.   All members present voting aye, motion carried.

Street Work for 2018 – tabled until we can get more info.

Joyce Nolte asked permission to put a memorial bench in front of the Art Center or Pizza Palace for the class of 1963.  A motion was made by Dettmer second by Mitchell to okay the bench being put in front of the Art Center, as that is a City building.  All members present voting aye, motion carried.

New Meter Reading System – Tabled as Bob had already left and Shain stated that Bob needed to present this.

Russell Street Drainage – Mitchell voted Dettmer seconded that this be tabled until Bryan O’Day came to a meeting to explain the situation.  All members present voting aye, motion carried.

No action was taken on the pool items only stated that the pool will open on the day after school is done for the year.  As it looks now it will open on June 1st.  Watch for more info to come on that.

Motion by Mitchell second by Dettmer that the rules governing the adoption of the Ordinance be suspended in order that this Ordinance No. 243-03-2018 be placed upon its passage.  Ayes: Dettmer, Leach, Speicher Mitchell.  Nays: None.  Absent: Cook.  Motion passed.
Motion by Mitchell second by Leach that Ordinance No. 243-03-2018 be declared as having its second & third readings and that the same be prepared for adoption.  Ayes: Dettmer, Leach, Speicher Mitchell.  Nays: None.  Absent: Cook.  Motion passed.

Moved by Mitchell second by Leach that Ordinance No. 243-03-2018, AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE CODE OF ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF FREDERICKSBURG, IOWA, 2013, BY ADDING A NEW SECTION SETTING A BAG / STICKER PRICE FOR EXTRA GARBAGE BAGS TO BE PICKED UP. SECTION 1.  NEW SECTION.  The Code of Ordinances of the City of Fredericksburg, Iowa, is amended by adding a new section 106.12, entitled BAG / STICKER PRICE FOR EXTRA GARBAGE BAGS (in addition to totes), which is hereby adopted to read as follows: 106.12 – BAG / STICKER PRICE FOR EXTRA GARBAGE BAGS (in addition to totes) – A price of $4.00 per bag will be assessed for each extra bag that is set out in addition to the garbage tote. The City has yellow Fredericksburg Waste Collection Bags and these bags will be available for purchase to use for extra bags set out for garbage pickup.  A yellow Fredericksburg Waste Collection Bag must be used for extra pickup as long as the supply of bags last.  After the bag supply is gone, a yellow Fredericksburg Waste Collection Sticker must be attached to a bag in order to be picked up. If the yellow Fredericksburg Waste Collection Bag is not used or there is not a sticker in a visible place on the bag, the bag will not be picked up.  The Fredericksburg Waste Collection Bags / Stickers can be purchased at the Fredericksburg City Hall. Ayes: Dettmer, Leach, Speicher Mitchell.  Nays: None.  Absent: Cook.  Motion passed. (A copy of the Ordinance can be found at the end of these minutes and on file at the City Hall).
Whereupon the Mayor declared Ordinance No. 243-03-2018 duly adopted under the suspension of the rules and to be in full force and effect from and after its publication in a newspaper of general circulation in the City of Fredericksburg, Iowa.
Old Business – no action taken.
Under the Public Works Director's Report –  No discussion as Bob had already left the meeting.
Under Council Comments – Speicher mentioned that a lot of our stop signs are faded and in need of being replaced.  He was wondering if this is something that can get done.

There being no further business requiring Council action it was moved by Mitchell and seconded by Dettmer to adjourn at 7:26 p.m.  All members present voting aye, motion carried.

ORDINANCE NO. 243-03-2018
An Ordinance Amending the Code of Ordinances of the City of Fredericksburg, Iowa 2013,
By Adding a New Section Setting A Bag / Sticker Price for Extra Garbage Bags to be Picked Up.
Be It Enacted by the City Council of the City of Fredericksburg, Iowa:

Section 1.  NEW SECTION.  Chapter 106, Sections 12. The Code of Ordinances of the City of Fredericksburg, Iowa, 
2013, is amended by adding a new section 106-12, entitled  Bag / Sticker Price for Extra Garbage Bags

(in addition to totes), which is here by adopted to read as follows:

106.12 – BAG / STICKER PRICE FOR EXTRA GARBAGE BAGS (in addition to totes).  A  price of $4.00 per bag will 

be assessed  for each extra bag that is set out in addition to the garbage tote.  The City has yellow Fredericksburg 

Waste Collection Bags and these bags will be available for purchase to use for extra bags set out for garbage pickup.  

A yellow Fredericksburg Waste Collection Bag must be used for extra pickup as long as the supply of bags last.  

After the bag supply is gone, a yellow Fredericksburg Waste Collection Sticker must be attached to a bag in order 
to be picked up. If the yellow Fredericksburg Waste Collection Bag is not used or there is not a sticker in a visible 
place on the bag, the bag will not be picked up.  The Fredericksburg Waste Collection Bags / Stickers can be 
purchased at the Fredericksburg City Hall. 

Section 2.  SEVERABILITY CLAUSE.  If any section, provision or part of this ordinance shall be adjudged invalid 
or unconstitutional such adjudication shall not affect the validity of the ordinance as a whole or any section, 
provision or part thereof not adjudged invalid or unconstitutional.

Section 3.  WHEN EFFECTIVE.  This ordinance shall be in effect from and after its final passage, approval and 
Publication as provided by law.
