COUNCIL PROCEEDINGS
March 7, 2016
On Monday, March 7, 2016 at the Municipal Hall at 7:00 P.M. the regular meeting of the Council, City of Fredericksburg Chickasaw County was held.

Mayor Shain Kroenecke in the chair called the meeting to order at 7 p.m.  Council Members present were Randy Leach, Sheriton Dettmer, Brad Schoonover, Dean Speicher and Stephanie Boecker.
Employees present were Cindy Lantow.
Guests present were Joan Schultz, Chuck Stone, Ken Gitch, LaVonne Hartson, Dale Flugge, Dan Carolan, Aaron Anderson, Angela Nelson, Katie Rich, Jason Rich, Alexander Rich, Charaky Rich, Isabela Daniels, Uriah Williams, Janice Johnson, Harold Nordaas, Gail Holmes, Ralph Schultz, Jeremy McGrath, Tori Sorenson, Garrett Raum, Jerry Linder, John Hanson, Bryan Schaufenbuel, and Kelly Schaufenbuel.
The Pledge of Allegiance was said by all in attendance.

A motion was made by Speicher second by Leach to approve the consent agenda as presented -- Approval of the agenda; Minutes of the February 8, 2016 Council Meeting; Financial Reports for January 2016; Summary List of Bills; Overtime/Comp. Time for February 2016 - Bob – 6  hrs. / 2 ½ Comp. Time; Curt – 3 hrs. OT; Ray – 5 hrs. OT; Liquor License Renewal for Casey’s General Store.  All members present voting aye, motion carried. 
Deputy Marty Hemann presented the February 2016 Law Report. There were 151.5 hours worked during the month of February 2016 with 150 hours required.  The following was reported for the month of February – 2 Traffic Citations; 10 Parking / Snow Citations; 2 Arrests; 4 Citizen Complaints Taken; 1 Motor Vehicle Accident; 17 calls for service received; and 18 Traffic Stops.  
Under City Attorney updates, City Attorney, David Skilton, was present and thanked the Council for letting him be at the beginning of the agenda.
A building permit was presented for Paul Nelson for a storage shed.  A motion by Schoonover second by Dettmer to approve this permit.  All members present voting aye, motion carried.
The first item under new business was the property at 121 Lions Road where at this time there was a building permit application on the table.  Mayor Kroenecke asked City Attorney, David Skilton’s opinion on how to handle this.  Mr. Skilton stated that the permit application would need to be sent to our Building Inspector to see what his opinion is on whether or not this building could be turned into apartments.  A motion was made by Dettmer second by Speicher to table any decisions on this building but to send the application to our inspector.  All members present voting aye, motion carried.

An Ordinance Addressing Renovation or Demolition of Buildings was presented to the Council.  After some discussion, it was moved by Leach second by Dettmer to table this at this time.  All members present voting aye, motion carried.

Mayor Kroenecke made a statement on the Law Contract to the fact that the City has received 2 bids for Law Services for fiscal year 2016 / 2017 and that a committee would be meeting to go over these.  No action was taken at this time.  Mayor Kroenecke asked who from the Council would like to be on this committee, Dean Speicher and Randy Leach volunteered.

The Library Board, Teen Advisory Board, representative from Friends of the Library and concerned citizens were present to talk to the Council about the proposed budget cut to the Library’s budget.  Several people spoke and explained the importance of the Library and what they offer to the Community.  No decisions were made at this time.
Jeremy McGrath, owner of Chickasaw Ambulance Service, was present to discuss with the Council the letter he received stating that the City would not renew the contract with him as written.  Jeremy gave updates on calls and response time.  He told the Council that he would like to get a new ambulance that would be in the City of Fredericksburg.  He requested that the City go with a 3-year commitment with a payment of $25,000 each year.  No decisions were made at this time.

Jerry Linder was present to go over the General Liability Insurance renewal with the Council. The City’s share and the Fire Pak went up less than $600 for the year.  After discussion, a motion was made by Boecker second by Speicher to approve the renewal for 2016/2017.  All members present voting aye, motion carried.

The following resolution was presented for Council Action – A Resolution of the City Council of the City of Fredericksburg, Iowa, Endorsing the Use of Regional Transportation Alternatives Program Funds for Development of the Plum Creek Nature Trail.  WHEREAS, the Plum Creek Nature Trail is being developed as a recreational trail for the City of Fredericksburg; and WHEREAS, the continued development of the Plum Creek Nature Trail will improve outdoor recreational opportunities for the citizens of the city, region, and state; and  WHEREAS, funding assistance is available through the Iowa Northland Regional Transportation Authority’s Regional Transportation Alternatives Program, and the City of Fredericksburg is in need of such assistance in order to fully develop this trail; and  WHEREAS, the City of Fredericksburg will be responsible for adequately maintain the trail for public use for a minimum of twenty years.  NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the City of Fredericksburg endorses said project, and that with assistance of Regional Transportation Alternatives Program funds, the further development of the multiuse trail will be completed, dedicated to public use, and adequately maintained as defined above.
After discussion of the resolution No. 1221-03-2016, a motion was made Boecker second by Leach in the form of a resolution to approve Resolution No. 1221-03-2016 as presented.  Ayes: Boecker, Schoonover, Leach, Dettmer, Speicher.  Nays: None.  Whereupon the Mayor declared Resolution No. 1221-03-2016 passed and approved as of this date.

Discussion was held on a survey to go out to the Citizens talking about ambulance service.  After some discussion, a motion was made by Boecker second by Schoonover to send out.  All members present voting aye, motion carried.

A motion was made in the form of a resolution by Boecker second by Dettmer to hire the following as lifeguards for the 2016 Swim Season at the Meinerz Dairyland Swimming Pool – Georgia Ackley, Madelyn Ackley, Callie Anderson, Briesse Johns, Markus Johns, Ethan Koch, Will Kroenecke, Cody Luebbers, Gabbie Mohs, Blayze Quigley, Alexander Rich, Brayden Sanderson, Bridget Schaufenbuel, and Mariah Schult.  Ayes: Speicher, Dettmer, Leach, Schoonover, Boecker.  Nays: None.  Whereupon the Mayor declared Resolution No. 1222-03-2016 passed and approved as of this date.
A motion was made by Boecker second by Dettmer to approve the installation of a new sound system for the Community Room in the amount of $1,644.99.  All members present voting aye, motion carried.  Thank you to the family of Dolores Pleggenkuhle for the memorial donation towards this project.

A motion was made in the form of a resolution by Speicher second by Leach to hire Angie Quigley as bar manager for the Community Center at $50.00 per month and to authorize Angie to hire bartenders as needed to help her with events, bartenders will be paid $10.00 per hour.   Ayes: Boecker, Schoonover, Leach, Dettmer, Speicher.  Nays: None.  Whereupon the Mayor declared Resolution No. 1223-03-2016 passed and approved as of this date.

Under Public Works Director’s Report – the Council discussed the drive going to the Treatment Plant and the Yard Waste Site. It was moved by Dettmer second by Boecker to authorize up to 10 loads of rock to be put on this drive.  All members present voting aye, motion carried.

There being no further business requiring Council action the meeting was adjourned by Mayor Kroenecke at 9:12 p.m.
