March 6, 2017
On Monday, March 6, 2017 at the Municipal Hall at 7:00 P.M. the regular meeting of the Council, City of Fredericksburg Chickasaw County was held.

Mayor Shain Kroenecke in the chair called the meeting to order at 7 p.m.  Council Members present were Dean Speicher, Jimmy Mitchell, Brad Schoonover, Randy Leach and Sheriton Dettmer.
Employees present were Cindy Lantow.
Guests present were Jerry Linder, Ken McFarland, Dale Flugge, Sheriff Martin Hemann, Milo Drape, Garrett Raum Kenny Rasing and Austin Seely.
The Pledge of Allegiance was said by all in attendance.
A motion was made by Leach second by Mitchell to approve the consent agenda as presented - Approval of the agenda as presented; Minutes of the February 6 and February 8, 2017 Council Meetings; Financial Reports for January 2016; Summary List of Bills; Overtime/Comp. time for February 2017 - Bob – 6 hrs. Over Time/2 hours Comp. Time; Curt – 4 1/2 hrs. Over Time and Ray 5 1/2 hrs.  Over Time; Rent Refund Request from Fun in the Son Day Care for their Lasagna Dinner on 2/26/2017.  All members present voting aye, motion carried.

Sheriff Marty Hemann presented the February 2017 Law Report. There were 95.5 hours worked during the month of February 2017.  With a total of 818.0 from July 2016 to February 2017.   
The following building permits were approved with a motion by Dettmer second by Leach.  All members present voting aye, motion carried.  Building Permits – Ken McFarland – 14x26 unattached garage; Shain Kroenecke – move in a 24x16 garage; BLC INC, Cedar Valley Building Supply – Spec house at 503 Birch Drive.

Under City Attorney Updates – A motion was made in the form of a resolution to appoint Beth Becker of Tremaine Becker Law Firm as Fredericksburg City’s attorney effective as of this date by Speicher second by Mitchell.  Ayes: Mitchell, Schoonover, Leach, Dettmer, Speicher.  Nays: None.  Abstain: None.  Whereupon the Mayor declared Resolution No. 1244-03-2017 passed and approved as of this date.  (A copy of the resolution can be found at the end of these minutes).  

The February Librarian’s Report was reviewed.  No action taken.

Being it is 7:30 p.m., the Mayor announced that it was the time and place for the Public Hearing on the proposed 2017/2018 Fiscal Year Budget.  A motion was made by Dettmer second by Mitchell to go into the Public Hearing on the proposed 2017/2018 Fiscal Year Budget.  Ayes: Speicher, Dettmer, Leach, Schoonover, Mitchell. Nays: None.  Motion carried. There were no written or oral comments on the Budget. A motion was made by Mitchell second by Schoonover  to go out of the Public Hearing and to go back into regular session.  Ayes: Leach, Dettmer, Speicher, Mitchell, and Schoonover. Nays: None. Motion carried.   
There being no objections either written or oral, Resolution No. 1245-03-2017 was presented for action.  

Resolution No. 1245-03-2017 - A RESOLUTION ADOPTING THE ANNUAL BUDGET FOR THE FISCAL YEAR ENDING JUNE 30, 2018, BE IT RESOLVED, By the Council of the City of Fredericksburg, Iowa: The annual budget for the fiscal year ending June 30, 2018 as set forth in the Budget Summary Certificate and in the detailed budget expenditures and allocations, to programs and activities, for said fiscal year, is adopted.  The City Administrator is hereby directed to make the filing by law and set up her books in accordance with the summary as adopted.

A motion was made by Leach second by Dettmer to approve Resolution No. 1245-03-2017 as presented.  Ayes: Mitchell, Schoonover, Leach, Dettmer, Speicher.  Nays: None.  Whereupon the Mayor declared Resolution No. 1245-03-2017 passed and approved as of this date.
Discussion was held on the Golf Cart / UTV Ordinance and Ken McFarland spoke to the Council showing his support to add the UTV’s.  After discussion a motion was made by Leach second by Schoonover that the rules governing the adoption of  the Ordinance be suspended in order that this Ordinance No. 230-02-2017 be placed upon its passage.  Ayes: Mitchell, Schoonover, Leach, Dettmer, Speicher.  Nays: None.  Motion by Schoonover second by Speicher  that Ordinance No. 230-02-2017  be declared as having its second and third readings and that the same be prepared for adoption.  Ayes: Speicher, Dettmer, Leach, Schoonover, Mitchell.  Nays: None.  Moved by Schoonover second by Speicher that Ordinance No. 230-02-2017, An Ordinance Amending the Code of Ordinances of the City of Fredericksburg, Iowa 2013, By Adding a Section Pertaining to GOLF CARTS and UTV'S.  Whereupon the Mayor declared Ordinance No. 230-02-2017 duly adopted under the suspension of the rules and to be in full force and effect from and after its publication in a newspaper of general circulation in the City of Fredericksburg, Iowa. ( A copy of this ordinance can be found at the end of the minutes.)
Jerry Linder was present to discuss with the Council the General Liability Insurance for the City and Fire Department.  The fire coverage is the same as last year and the City’s is same with the exception of the commercial property increasing.  After discussion, it was moved by Leach second by Dettmer to approve the renewal for 2017/2018.  All members present voting aye, motion carried.

Discussion was held on the ambulance staying in Fredericksburg.  At this time the ambulance that has been stored in the shed here in Town has not been in service in Fredericksburg for some time. A letter has been sent to Mr. McGrath asking him to remove the vehicle from the shed.  After discussion, it was decided that a committee would be meeting to get a First Responder unit set up.  More details to come as we progress. 

A motion was made in the form of a resolution to set Kara Johns, pool manager, wage at $14.00 per hour for the 2017 Swim Season by Mitchell second by Dettmer.  Ayes: Speicher, Dettmer, Leach, Schoonover, and Mitchell.  Nays: None.  Whereupon Mayor Kroenecke declared Resolution No. 1246-03-2017 passed and approved as of this date.

A motion was made in the form of a resolution by Schoonover second by Dettmer to hire and set the following for the 2017 Swim Season – Assistant Managers – Georgia Ackley, Callie Anderson, Briesse Johns, Ethan Koch all at $10.00 per hour.  Lifeguards – Blake Biermann @ $7.25 per hour; Devenny Johns @ $7.25 per hour; Markus Johns @ $7.50 per hour; Will Kroenecke @ $7.50 per hour; Zach Larsen @ $7.25 per hour; Cody Luebbers @ $7.50 per hour; Bridget Schaufenbuel @ $7.75 per hour; Mariah Schult @ $7.75 per hour; Samantha Webb @ $7.50 per hour; Trevor Wurzer @ $8.00 per hour, Brayden Sanderson @ $7.50 per hour and Blaze Quigley @ $7.50 per hour.  Ayes: Mitchell, Schoonover, Leach, Dettmer, Speicher.  Nays: None.  Whereupon the Mayor declared Resolution No. 1247-03-2017 passed and approved as of this date.

A new contract from presented from Jendro Sanitation for recycling pickup in Fredericksburg beginning March 1, 2017 thru December 31, 2020 with a proposed increase of $.23 per household / business and an increase of the commercial cardboard collection $2.00.  After discussion, it was moved in a form of a resolution by Mitchell second by Dettmer to approve this contract and increases.  Ayes: Speicher, Dettmer, Leach, Schoonover and Mitchell.  Nays: None.  Whereupon the Mayor declared Resolution No. 1248-03-2017 passed and approved as of this date.
An Ordinance Amending the Code of Ordinances of the City of Fredericksburg, Iowa 2013, By Amending Provision Pertaining to Electric Rates was presented to the Council.  As the City is receiving an increase from REC on electric rates, it is then necessary for the City to raise their electric rates.  After discussion, it was moved by Dettmer second by Mitchell that the rules governing the adoption of the Ordinance be suspended in order that this Ordinance No. 231-03-2017 be placed upon its passage.  Ayes: Schoonover, Leach, Speicher, Dettmer, Mitchell.  Nays: None.  Motion carried.  A motion was made by Speicher second by Dettmer that Ordinance No. 231-03-2017 be declared as having its first, second, third readings  and that the same be prepared for adoption.  Ayes: Mitchell, Schoonover, Leach, Dettmer, Speicher.  Nays: None.  Moved by Speicher second by Dettmer that Ordinance No. 231-03-2017, An Ordinance Amending the Code of Ordinances of the City of Fredericksburg, Iowa 2013, By Amending Provision Pertaining to Electric Rates be adopted.  Ayes: Mitchell, Schoonover, Leach, Dettmer, Speicher.  Nays: None.  Whereupon the Mayor declared Ordinance No. 231-02-2017 duly adopted under the suspension of the rules and to be in full force and effect from and after its publication in a newspaper of general circulation in the City of Fredericksburg, Iowa. ( A copy of this ordinance can be found at the end of the minutes.)

 A motion was made by Speicher second by Schoonover to approve the Credit Card Use Policy for City Employees that are listed on the policy.  A copy of the policy is on file in the City Administrator's office.  All members present voting aye, motion carried.
Motion by Dettmer second by Leach to approve the General Agreement for Credit / Debit cards for Utility Payments and / or other City Payments.  There will be no fee to the City and the user will be charged a small convenience fee based on dollar amount per the agreement.  This agreement is thru GovPay.net.   All members present voting aye, motion carried.

Discussion was held on renting a hydraulic broom vs. purchasing one for the City.  Leach will get a quote on a new one.  

No action taken at this time.

Discussion was held on the turbo preventative maintenance agreement and no action was taken.

Motion by Mitchell second by Leach to accept the Floyd Mitchell Chickasaw audit report.  All members present voting aye, motion carried.
Motion by Dettmer second by Schoonover to give pool passes to the school for good behavior awards.  All members present voting aye, motion carried.

Motion by Mitchell second by Speicher to have the community center floor refinished.  All members present voting aye, motion carried.

We received no sealed bids.  Now the trucks will be put for sale asking $3000 or best offer.  All agreed to this.

Under Old Business, no action was taken.

There being no further business requiring Council action the meeting was adjourned at 8:55 p.m. with a motion by Dettmer and second by Mitchell.  All members present voting aye, motion carried.

RESOLUTION APPOINTING

CITY ATTORNEY

WHEREAS, the present City Attorney’s appointment has expired; and

WHEREAS, the Council has had an opportunity review the candidate presented, and is satisfied as to the service and commitment made by Beth Becker of Tremaine & Becker Law Office  and is desirous of delineating an appointment, for the term of two years, consistent with Chapter 20 of City Code, and Iowa Code Section 372.13(4).

That this appointment does not supersede any of the duties or responsibilities listed within Chapter 20 of the City Code.

That this resolution includes the authority to sign for the City regarding real estate matters.

ORDINANCE NO. 230-02-2017
An Ordinance Amending the Code of Ordinances of the City of Fredericksburg, Iowa 2013, By Adding a Section Pertaining to GOLF CARTS and UTV'S.
Be It Enacted by the City Council of the City of Fredericksburg, Iowa:

Section 1.  SECTION ADDED.  Chapter 81, of the Code of Ordinances of the City of Fredericksburg, Iowa, 2013:
PURPOSE
The purpose of this chapter is to permit the operation of golf carts and UTV's to regulate the operation of golf carts and UTV's within and on streets in the City of Fredericksburg as authorized by Section 321.247 of the Code of Iowa.  This chapter applies whenever a golf cart or UTV is operated on any street or alley.

DEFINITIONS

1.
“Golf cart” means a three or four wheeled recreational vehicle generally used for 

transportation of person(s) in the sport of golf, that is limited in engine displacement of 

less than 800 cubic centimeters and total dry weight of less than 800 pounds.

2.
"Off-road utility vehicle" means a motorized vehicle, with not less than four and 

not more than eight non-highway tires or rubberized tracks, that is limited in engine 

displacement to less than 1,500 cubic centimeters and in total dry weight to not more than 

2,000 pounds and hat has a seat that is a bucket or bench design, not intended to be 

straddled by the operator, and a steering wheel or control levers for  control.  
(Code of Iowa, Sec. 321I.1)

3.
“Operate” means to ride in or on, other than as a passenger, use, or, control the 

operation of a golf cart in any manner, whether or not the golf cart is moving.

4.
“Operator” means a person, who operated or is in actual physical control of a 

golf cart.

5.
“Roadway” means that portion of a highway improved, designated, or ordinarily 

used for vehicular travel.

6.
“Street or highway” means the entire width between property lines of every way 

or place of whatever nature when any part thereof is open to the use of the public, as a 

matter of right, for the purposes of vehicular travel.

OPERATION OF GOLF CARTS & UTV'S PERMITTED
Golf carts and UTV's may be operated upon the streets of the City by person(s) possessing a valid driver’s license, a City permit and at least 16 years of age. 

PROHIBITED STREETS
Golf carts or UTV's shall not be operated upon any City street which has a speed limit in excess of 25 mph. Golf carts or UTV's may not be operated on US Highway 18.  However, golf carts and UTV's may cross such a primary road extension.   

UNLAWFUL OPERATION

1. 
No golf carts or UTV's shall be operated or parked upon City sidewalks or trails.

2.
No golf cart or UTV shall be operated under the influence of intoxicating liquor, narcotics or habit forming drugs.

3.
No person shall operate a golf cart or UTV in a careless, reckless or negligent manner endangering the person or property of another or causing injury or damage to same.

4.
No golf cart or UTV shall carry more passengers than golf cart or UTV is designed for.

5.
All passengers must be seated and seatbelts buckled if so equipped.

6.
No one under the age of five (5) years old shall be a passenger at any time.

EQUIPMENT REQUIRED
Golf carts and UTV's operated upon City streets shall be

equipped with a 12x12 inch slow moving vehicle sign and a bicycle safety flag (flag height need

to be at 6ft. (72 inches) in the air at all times during operation and shall be equipped with adequate brakes. 

HOURS

Golf carts and UTV's  may be operated on City streets only between sunrise and sunset.  (Even though your golf cart or UTV has lights on it, this does NOT permit you to operate after sunset.) They shall not be operated when visibility is such that there is insufficient light to clearly see person and vehicles at a distance of 500 feet.

TRAFFIC LAWS APPLICABLE 
While being operated on City streets, golf carts and UTV's are deemed to be motor vehicles and are subject to all provisions relating to the operation of motor vehicles, including if equipped with blinkers or light that they run at all times.

LIABILITY INSURANCE
No person shall operate a golf cart or UTV on city streets and alleys unless there is in effect for the golf cart or UTV an owner's policy of liability insurance.

CITY PERMIT REQUIRED
No person shall operate a golf cart or UTV on any public street or alley, for any purpose, unless the operator possesses a City of FREDERICKSBURG's permit to operate a golf cart or UTV on City streets, issued by the City Administrator.

1.
Golf cart or UTV owners may apply for a permit from the City Clerk on forms provided by the City.

2.
The Administrator shall not issue a permit until the owner / operator has provided 

the following:


a.
Evidence that the operator is at least 16 years of age, and possesses a valid Iowa Driver's License.


b.
Proof that owner and operator have liability insurance covering operation of golf carts or UTV'S on City streets in the amount required by Iowa Code.

3.
All permits shall be issued for a specific golf cart or UTV. Permit holders will be issued a number and a sticker to affix to the left side rear fender or similar component.

4.
The fee for such permits shall be thirty dollars ($30.00). Permits will be 

granted for one (1) year valid from January 1 through December 31. Permits may be 

purchased at anytime during the year but will be valid only through December 31.

5.
The permit may be suspended or revoked by the City upon finding evidence that 

the permit holder has violated the conditions of the permit or has abused the privilege of 

being a permit holder. There will be no refund of the permit fee.

RENEWAL
After initial registration, renewal stickers will be issued upon payment of the renewal fee. The sticker that is issued at Registration is a permanent sticker. DO NOT REMOVE THIS STICKER.  The renewal stickers will be smaller stickers that will be placed on the original registration sticker, similar to those renewing your automobile registration.
SOLD GOLF CART OR UTV
If a cart is sold, the registered golf cart owner shall inform the City administrator and request cancellation of the registration of the golf cart. Any existing registration for a golf cart shall be deemed cancelled upon its sale. If the new owner intends to operate the golf cart on any City street or alley, the new owner shall register the golf cart and pay the initial registration fee.
REVOKE REGISTRATION
The Chickasaw County Sheriff's Department Officers may revoke the registration of any golf cart or UTV in the event of repeated violations, following a notice and an opportunity for a hearing.

RESPECT PUBLIC PROPERTY

Golf carts and UTV's are considered motor vehicles, they are not to be driven on sidewalks or through the grass. They should be parked on the street or in the parking lots, same as with other vehicles.

CITY CELEBRATION WAIVER
This provision will be waived for golf carts or UTV's used by officials, workers, of a city celebration.

PENALTY
In addition to the suspension or revocation of the permit a person who violated this chapter is guilty of a simple misdemeanor punishable as a scheduled violation under Iowa Code. 

Any operator that violates any part of this subsection shall be issued a municipal infraction of:



a.
Seventy-five dollars ($75.00) for the first offense



b.
One-hundred dollars ($100.00) for the second offense and 


revocation of the registration for the remainder of the registration period.



c.
One-hundred fifty dollars ($150.00) for the third offense and 


permanent revocation of registration.


If the municipal citation is not paid within 21 days, the civil citation will be re-issued as a criminal citation and forwarded to the Chickasaw County Court for prosecution.

SEVERABILITY CLAUSE
If any section, provision, or part of this ordinance shall be adjudged invalid or unconstitutional, such adjudication shall not affect the validity of the ordinance as a whole or any section, provision, or part thereof not adjudged invalid or unconstitutional.

WHEN EFFECTIVE
This ordinance shall be in effect from and after its final passage, approval, and publication as provided by law.

ORDINANCE NO. 231-03-2017
An Ordinance Amending the Code of Ordinances of the City of Fredericksburg, Iowa 2013, By Amending Provisions Pertaining to ELECTRIC RATES.

Be It Enacted by the City Council of the City of Fredericksburg, Iowa:

Section 1.  SECTION MODIFIED.  Chapter 111, Section 04, Numbers 1, 2, 3, 4, 5, 6 and 7 of the Code of Ordinances of the City of Fredericksburg, Iowa, 2013, is repealed and the following adopted in lieu there:

111.04 – RATES.  The Rates shall be increased beginning for Utility Bills due March 20, 2017.  The rates for electric service shall be as follows:

1. RESIDENTIAL RATE.   Residential Service shall be rendered to all residential customers on the following base rate:    Customer Charge: $8.00 per Month; Energy Charge: First 500 kWh @ $0.12626 per kWh; Over 500 kWh @ $0.09196 – Minimum Bill: $8.00

2. COMMERCIAL: Commercial Services shall be rendered to all Business customers on the following base rate: Customer Charge: $12.00 per Month; Energy Charge: First 1000 kWh @ $0.14562; Over 1000 kWh @ $0.09196 – Minimum Bill $12.00
3. LARGE COMMERCIAL RATE: Large Commercial Service shall be rendered to all Business customers with 10,000 kWh average & over (a yearly average)  on the following base rate:   Customer Charge: $20.00 per Month; Energy Charge: First 5000 kWh @ $0.11958 per kWh; Over 5000 kWh @ $0..09093 – Minimum Bill: $20.00

4. ELECTRIC HEAT RATES: Electric Heat Service shall be rendered to all customers that have electric heat on the following base rate: Non-Summer Electric Heat Rate – (Sept.-May)  Customer Charge: $8.00 per Month - Energy Charge: First 500 kWh @ $0.12626 per kWh; Next 500 kWh @ $0.09196;  Over 1000 kWh @ $0.07395 –  Minimum Bill: $8.00  -- Summer Electric Heat Rate – (June – Aug) - Customer Charge: $8.00 per Month; Energy Charge: First 500 kWh @ $0.12626 per kWh; Over 500 kWh @ $.09196. –Bill: $8.00

5. INDUSTRIAL DEMAND RATE: Commercial Demand Rate shall be rendered to all business customers with 250 kW or larger on the following base rate:   Customer Charge: $100.00 per Month; Demand Charge: $21.73 per KW; Energy Charge: $0.07071 per kWh; Minimum Bill $100.00 per month.  

6. CITY ELECTRIC HEAT:  City Electric Heat Rate shall be rendered to all City Accounts  with Electric heat on the following base rate:   Non-Summer Electric Heat Rate – (Sept. – May) - Energy Charge: First 500 kWh @ $0.11732 per kWh; Next 500 kWh @ $0.08624;Over 1000 kWh @$0.06653 -- Summer Electric Heat Rate – (June – Aug.) - Energy Charge: First 500 kWh @ $0.11732 per kWh; Over 500 kWh @ $0.08624

7. CITY RATE:  The City Rate shall be rendered to City Accounts  on the following base rate:    Energy Charge: First 500 kWh @ $0.11732 per kWh; Over 500 kWh @ $0.08424
8. CITY TREATMENT PLANT RATE: City Treatment Plant Rate shall be rendered to all customers on the following base rate:  Demand Charge: $21.73 per KW; Energy Charge: $0.05867 per kWh 

Section 2.  SEVERABILITY CLAUSE.  If any section, provision or part of this ordinance shall be adjudged invalid or unconstitutional such adjudication shall not affect the validity of the ordinance as a whole or any section, provision or part thereof not adjudged invalid or unconstitutional.

Section 3.  WHEN EFFECTIVE.  This ordinance shall be in effect from and after its final passage, approval and publication as provided by law.
