COUNCIL PROCEEDINGS
APRIL 2, 2018
On Monday, April 2, 2018 at the Municipal Hall at 7:00 P.M. the regular meeting of the Council, City of Fredericksburg Chickasaw County was held.

Mayor Shain Kroenecke in the chair called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  Council Members present were Jimmy Mitchell, Randy Leach, Dean Speicher, Sheriton Dettmer and Doreen Cook.
Employees present were Bob Schulz and Cindy Lantow.
Guests present were Sheriff Marty Hemann, Sherry Mattke, Milo Drape, Bryan O’Day, Gary & Carol Steege, Bob Vrzak, Kara Johns, and Wade & Shannon Wurzer.
The Pledge of Allegiance was said by all in attendance.

A motion was made by Mitchell second by Dettmer to approve the consent agenda as presented -- Approval of the agenda; Minutes of the March 12, 2018 Council Meetings; Summary List of Bills; Overtime/Comp. Time for March 2018 - Bob – 13 1/2 hrs overtime / 1 ½ hours Comp. Time; Curt – 14 ½ hrs overtime; Ray – 11 ½ hrs overtime; / 1 hr Comp. Time, Liquor License Renewal for Quigley’s Food & Drink and Rent Refund Request from Women of Fredericksburg.  All members present voting aye, motion carried. 
Comments by the Mayor – Mayor Kroenecke stated that he and Bob had attended a meeting with the IDOT this afternoon (4/2/2018).  The IDOT will be doing a sidewalk project here in Fredericksburg along Main Street – starting from City Hall and going to the Post Office and from the AmVet Hall to NSB Bank and planning to start May 1st – that is all the info we have at this time.
Sheriff Marty Hemann presented the March 2018 Law Report.  There were 96.5 hours worked during the month of March 2018 with a total of 901.0 hours for July – March 2018.

Under City Attorney updates – From Beth Becker - per the Hinkle Estate on Plum Street, we are just waiting for the Judge to sign the Order Closing the Estate. 
Building Permits – Casey’s Site Plan was presented to the Council for Council action.  The plan is to widen the alley to the north and a portion of Jefferson Avenue to make it possible for semi’s to pull out after fueling.  The diesel pumps will be moved more to the East.  After much discussion and reviewing the plans and going over the specs with Ed Peld of Peld Engineering, a motion was made by Dettmer second by Cook to approve this project.  Ayes: Speicher, Leach, Dettmer, and Cook.  Abstain: Mitchell – reason being conflict of interest.  Motion carried.
Library Report for March was in the Council packets and no discussion was held on this.

Bob Vrzak was present to talk with the Council about raising some limits on our General Liability Insurance.  He present changing the deductible from $1000 to $2500;  Business replacement going from ½ million to 1 million with an increase of $515; Employee theft going from $50,000 to $100,000 – no added charge; putting the Case Tractor at $160,000 and the Street Sweeper at $175,000 (which is replacement value) for an additional $119.  After discussion, a motion was made by Mitchell second by Leach to stay at ½ million for business replacement; change the employee theft to $100,000 coverage and up the replacement cost on the street sweeper to $175,000 and Case Tractor to $160,000.  All members present voting aye, motion carried.
Bryan O’Day presented to the Council some pictures of water standing on Russell Street after rains and of the water in his driveway after the flood in July and is asking if something can be done to help with the drainage in that area.  The Council said they will do some checking with our engineer.  No action taken.
Gary & Carol Steege were present to find out what the stipulations would be on the Plum Street Lot once the City owns it.  They were informed that the Council is working on this.

Plum Street Lot – the Council will be working on stipulations on the lot and how to sell once they attain ownership.  No action was taken at this time.

The bid sheet for 2018 Street Work was presented to the Council and noted that some changes were made to the bid street per our engineer.  A motion was made by Dettmer second by Speicher to send it out and bid opening will be at our May Council meeting.  All members present voting aye, motion carried.

Some discussion was held on a new meter reading system.  The Council gave Cindy some direction as to what they would like to see for comparisons etc.  No action taken at this time.
Some discussion was held on hiring a part-time person to help around the City Hall and outside jobs.  The consensus of the Council was to wait until employee reviews to see what is needed.  No action taken at this time.

Kara Johns, pool manager, presented her suggestions for hiring.  A motion was made in the form of a resolution by Mitchell second Dettmer to hire as follows – Assistant Manager – Ethan Koch; Head Guards – Georgia Ackley & Cody Luebbers; Lifeguards – Callie Anderson, Briesse Johns, Bridget Schaufenbuel, Markus Johns, Eve Johns, Blake Biermann, Mariah Schult, Will Kroenecke, and Kallison Rochford.  Ayes: Cook, Dettmer, Leach, Speicher, Mitchell.  Nays: None.  Whereupon the Mayor declared Resolution No. 1260-04-2018 passed and approved as of this date.  (Wages will be set at our May meeting).
Kara asked if it would be ok to close on Dairy Days and on the 4th of July.  The Council all agreed it was ok to do so.
Wade & Shannon Wurzer and Sherry Mattke were present to talk about the Trail on their property.  The City will be talking to our Engineer to see what can be done to solve the issues.

Some discussion was held on the Pickup / Snow blade.  No action taken at this time.

Old Business – no action was taken.
Under the Public Works Director's Report –  

Summer hours for the guys was approved with a motion by Dettmer second by Leach.  Ayes: Mitchell, Speicher, Leach, Dettmer.  Nays: Cook.  Motion carried.  Beginning May 1st their hours will be 6:30 a.m. – 3 p.m.

On Wednesday, April 11th, there will be two committee meetings – one at 5 pm and one at 6 pm.  A special Council meeting will be held at 7 p.m.
The Council set Monday, June 25 for employee reviews.  The time will be determined at a later date.

There being no further business requiring Council action it was moved by Mitchell and seconded by Dettmer to adjourn at 8:59 p.m.  All members present voting aye, motion carried.

The next regular meeting of the Fredericksburg City Council will be on Monday, May 7, 2018 at 7:00 P.M.
