COUNCIL PROCEEDINGS
MAY 7, 2018
On Monday, May 7, 2018 at the Municipal Hall at 7:00 P.M. the regular meeting of the Council, City of Fredericksburg Chickasaw County was held.

Mayor Shain Kroenecke in the chair called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  Council Members present were Dean Speicher, Randy Leach, Doreen Cook, and Sheriton Dettmer.  Absent: Jimmy Mitchell at 7 p.m.  Mitchell was present at 7:08 p.m.
Employees present were Bob Schulz and Cindy Lantow.
Guests present were Sheriff Marty Hemann, Sherry Mattke, Jerry Linder, Marty Oliva, Tim Kirgan of IMWCA, Steve & Debra Oxendine and Bob Vrzak
The Pledge of Allegiance was said by all in attendance.

A motion was made by Dettmer second by Leach to approve the consent agenda with the following amendments to the agenda and to the April 11, 2018 minutes – adding Setting Pool Wages by Resolution for 2018 Swim Season, Approving Fire Dept. Officers, Approving appointment of Library Board Member and Park & Rec purchases and  Approval of the agenda with the listed amendments; Minutes of the April 2 and 11, 2018 Council Meetings; Summary List of Bills; Financial Reports for March 2018 and Overtime/Comp. Time for April 2018 - Bob – 2 hrs overtime / 3 hours Comp. Time; Curt – 3 hrs overtime / 3 hrs Comp. Time; Ray – 3 hrs overtime.  Note Cook asked that the following be added to the April 11th minutes with an amendment as follows – “The council held discussion on a price and stipulations for the Plum Street House.   A motion was made by Speicher second by Leach to send a draft of an ad to our City Attorney and once that is approved it will be advertised.  Ayes: Mitchell, Speicher, Leach, Cook.  Nays: Dettmer.  Motion passed.  The ad is as follows - The property at 306 Plum Street in Fredericksburg, Iowa is being placed up for bid.  The minimum bid is $2500.  The buildings on this property will need to be demolished and removed from the property within 60 days after the closing on the property.  After that a new residence (house) will be required to be built there within 1 year.”  All members present voting aye, motion carried.
Comments by the Mayor – Mayor Kroenecke mentioned that the 911 Board Annual Report was in the Council packets just as an FYI.  
Sheriff Marty Hemann presented the April 2018 Law Report.  There were 111.5 hours worked during the month of March 2018 with a total of 1012.5 hours for July – April 2018.   Sheriff Marty Hemann presented the 2018 / 2019 Law Contract for Council Approval.  Sheriff Hemann stated that the language stayed the same except for dates changing to 2018 /2019; the hours stayed the same; it is a 1 year contract and there is a 3% increase.  A motion was made by Speicher second by Dettmer to approve the contract and for Shain and Cindy to sign.  All members present voting aye, motion carried.
Under City Attorney updates – Beth had sent an email  stating that that ad for the Plum Street House looked good only that a public hearing date and time.  The Council discussed the ad and a motion was made to set the ad as follows - The property at 306 Plum Street in Fredericksburg, Iowa is being placed up for bid.  The minimum bid is $2500.  The buildings and foundations on this property will need to be demolished and removed from the property within 60 days after the closing on the property.  The water & sewer will be capped off at the property line.  The buyer will pay for all closing costs.  A public hearing will be held on Monday, June 25, 2018 at 6 p.m. to open the bids.  Sealed bids must be turned into the City Administrator’s office by noon on Monday, June 25, 2018.  A motion was made by Mitchell second by Leach to approve the ad as written above.  Ayes; Mitchell, Speicher, Leach, and Dettmer.  Nays: Cook.  Motion carries.  
Building Permits – 

Jon Nichaliasen – addition – A motion by Dettmer second by Leach to approve the permit as presented.  All members present voting aye, motion carried.


AVEKA, Mfg – Privacy Fence, Building, and Room add-on – A motion by Cook second by Leach to approve the permit application as presented.  All members present voting aye, motion carried.


Casey’s – Signage – A motion was Dettmer second by Leach to approve the permit application as presented.  Ayes: Speicher, Dettmer, Leach, Cook.  Abstain: Mitchell.  Motion carried.

Steve Oxendine – move in storage shed – This was moved in before a permit was issued and a municipal infraction was sent.  The Oxendine’s now presented an application for the shed and asked if the municipal infraction could be lifted.  A motion was made by Leach second by Dettmer to only fine them $100 (which is ½ of the original fine) and the Oxendine’s were agreed to that amount.  Ayes: Speicher, Leach, Dettmer, Cook.  Nays: Mitchell.  Motion carried.  A motion was made by Dettmer second by Leach to approve the Oxendine’s permit application as presented.  All members present voting aye, motion carried.

Library Report for April was in the Council packets and no discussion was held on this.

The Mayor opened the bids for the Street Work for 2018-2019 - the results are as follows –

After much discussion on quality of work and price, a motion was made by Mitchell second by Dettmer to go with Prairie Road Builders and to accept the bid #2 in the amount of $70,450.00, with the reason being for going with the higher bid is that the Council didn’t think the quality of work would be justified with going with the lower bid.  All members present voting aye, motion carried.

Trail Project Closing – it was only noted that the DOT audit is going on for the project.  No action taken.

Health Insurance – Bob Vrzak from Insurance Associates and Jerry Linder & Marty Oliva of Group Benefits, LTD each presented options for the City employee’s health insurance.  Bob had options from United Health Care and Jerry & Marty had an option from Wellmark & United Health Care.  After discussion, a motion was made by Cook second by Dettmer to go with GBL and Option 1, Wellmark PPO with a deductible of $3,600 / $7,200 and to contribute $1,000 each full-time employee’s H.SA.  All members present voting aye, motion carried.
Workmen’s Comp was discussed and both Bob Vrzak from Insurance Associates and Tim Kirgan of IMWCA presented pricing for the City’s work comp.   After much discussion a motion was Leach second by Speicher to stay with IMWCA for the City’s Work Comp.  Ayes: Dettmer, Speicher, Leach.  Nays: Cook, Mitchell.  Motion carried.
Jerry Linder, FCDC President, updated the Council on Telepharm.  As it looks at this time, that is not a good option for us now as the rules / regulations have changed a lot since it began.  No action taken on this.

AmVet Hall Updates – Randy Leach informed the rest of the Council that in time some repairs / updates will need to be made on the AmVet Hall Building.  He gave numbers on expenses and revenue on the building.  More discussion will be held on this at a later date.

Ray Armbrecht has requested that another pump is purchased for the main lift station.  After discussion, a motion was made by Speicher second by Leach to approve this purchase which will be approximately $12,000.  All members present voting aye, motion carried.

The date was set for a public hearing on a budget amendment if needed.  The date and time is a follows – Tuesday, May 29, 2018 at 8 a.m.  A motion was made by Mitchell second by Dettmer to set this date and time.  If a budget amendment is not needed, there will not be a meeting.  All members present voting aye, motion carried.

Sherry Mattke was present to discuss Trail issues with the Council.  No action was taken at this time.

A motion was made in the form of a resolution by Dettmer second Leach to set wages for the following Pool Employees as follows – Manager, Kara Johns - $14.00 per hour; Assistant Manager, Ethan Koch - $10.50 per hour; Head Guards – Georgia Ackley - $10.00 per hour, Cody Luebbers - $9.00 per hour; Lifeguards – Callie Anderson, Briesse Johns, each at $9.50 per hour; Bridget Schaufenbuel, Mariah Schult - $9.00 per hour; Markus Johns, Devenny Johns, Blake Biermann each at $7.50 per hour; Will Kroenecke - $7.75 per hour; Kallison Rochford - $7.25 per hour.  Ayes: Mitchell, Speicher, Leach, Dettmer, Cook.  Nays: None.  Whereupon the Mayor declared Resolution No. 1261-05-2018 passed and approved as of this date.

A motion was made by Leach second by Cook to approve the following Fire Department Officers for 2018 / 2019 – Fire Chief – Ray Armbrecht; 1st Assistant Chief – Tim Moody; 2nd Assistant Chief – Jimmy Mitchell; 3rd Assistant Chief – Chad Davis; 4th Assistant Chief – Aaron Rethamel; Secretary / Treasurer – Brian Wurzer; Training Officer – Jason Morriss.  All members present voting aye, motion carried.

The Mayor informed the Council that there was a vacancy on the library board and that he would appointment Brianna Pitz to fill the spot if ok by the Council.  A motion was made by Speicher second by Mitchell to approve the appointment of Brianna Pitz to the Library Board.  Al members present voting aye, motion carried.

Under old business –


The only item discussed was the Plow Truck (Pickup) / Blade.    Jimmy will get bids for pickups / blades for the June meeting.  No action taken.

Under the Public Works Director's Report –  

Bob informed the council some prices on cold patch and will get what is needed.  He also asked permission to have ordered a hydrant to replace the one on the corner of Main Street and Washington Ave.   A motion was made by Dettmer second by Cook to have Speicher Excavating order one and to install.  All members present voting aye, motion carried.  
There being no further business requiring Council action it was moved by Dettmer and seconded by Leach to adjourn at 9:22 p.m.  All members present voting aye, motion carried.
