COUNCIL PROCEEDINGS
MAY 1, 2017
On Monday, May 1, 2017 at the Municipal Hall at 7:00 P.M. the regular meeting of the Council, City of Fredericksburg Chickasaw County was held.

Mayor Shain Kroenecke in the chair called the meeting to order at 7 p.m.  Council Members present were Dean Speicher, Jimmy Mitchell, Brad Schoonover, Sheriton Dettmer, Randy Leach.
Employees present were Cindy Lantow and Bob Schulz.
Guests present were Toni Kroenecke and Lonnie Slick.
The Pledge of Allegiance was said by all in attendance.
A motion was made by Mitchell second by Dettmer to amend the consent agenda to add discussion on a flow meter for the discharge at the treatment plant - Approval of the agenda as amended; Minutes of the April 12, 2017 Council Meeting; Financial Reports for March 2017; Summary List of Bills; Overtime/Comp. time for April 2017 - Bob – 1 Comp. Time; Curt – 2 hrs. Comp. Time and Ray 1 hrs. Over Time.  All members present voting aye, motion carried.

Under Citizen Forum, Lonnie Slick spoke to the Council on his concern that he was forced to put house siding on a storage shed that he had moved into town several years ago and now a shed on North Washington was allowed to be moved in with steel siding.  No action was taken at this time.  More discussion will be held at the June 2017 Council Meeting. 

Sheriff Marty Hemann presented the April 2017 Law Report. There were 95.0 hours worked during the month of April 2017.  With a total of 999.0 from July 2016 to April 2017.   
Discussion was held on hooking the Mattke House at 512 East Main up to the City Water and Sewer.  The Council agreed that this could be done as long as it was done correctly and is at the homeowner's expense.  Speicher Excavating will be doing the work on this project.  

Mayor Kroenecke has been working on an ad that will go out to advertise that the City is looking for volunteers to be First Responders and to get people interested in becoming First Responders.  A motion was made to appoint Mitchell & Dettmer to the Fredericksburg EMS Committee by Schoonover second by Leach.  All members present voting aye, motion carried.  More discussion will be held on this at future meetings.
The Council directed Cindy to talk with Jendro and get a cleanup day set up.  This year we will have Jendro do curbside pickup and fees will be charged according to Jendro's schedule.  More information to come on this.

A motion was made by Mitchell second by Dettmer to set May 22, 2017 at 5 p.m. as the date for the Public Hearing on a budget amendment and to also hold employee reviews that evening.  All members present voting aye, motion carried.

No action was taken under Old Business.

Public Works Director's Report

Bob talked with the Council on removing a couple of stumps on Woodward Avenue.  They will try to work around the sidewalk as to not disturb it as little as possible.  


Bob asked permission to start summer hours for the guys (6:30 am - 3 pm).  A motion was made by Dettmer second by Mitchell to allow this.  All members present voting aye, motion carried.


Bob also talked with the Council about cars setting half way in the alleys, which makes it hard to plow snow and to grade the alleys.  A letter will be sent asking people not to do this.  

No action was taken under Updates.

There being no further business requiring Council action the meeting was adjourned at 7:45 p.m. with a motion by Dettmer and second by Leach.  All members present voting aye, motion carried.
