COUNCIL PROCEEDINGS
May 2, 2016
On Monday, May 2,  2016 at the Municipal Hall at 7:00 P.M. the regular meeting of the Council, City of Fredericksburg Chickasaw County was held.

Mayor Shain Kroenecke in the chair called the meeting to order at 7 p.m.  Council Members present were Dean Speicher, Randy Leach, Brad Schoonover, Stephanie Boecker, Sheriton Dettmer.
Employees present were Bob Schulz and Cindy Lantow.
Guests present were Jerry Linder, Chuck Stone, Bryan Schaufenbuel, Dale Flugge, Jeremy McGrath, Janice Johnson, Mike Quigley.
The Pledge of Allegiance was said by all in attendance.

A motion was made by Boecker second by Schoonover to approve the consent agenda as presented -- Approval of the agenda; Minutes of the April 4, 2016 Council Meeting; Financial Reports for March 2016; Summary List of Bills; Overtime/Comp. Time for April 2016 - Bob – 1 hrs. OT; Curt – 2 hrs. Comp. Time.  All members present voting aye, motion carried. 
Deputy Marty Hemann presented the April 2016 Law Report. There were 158 hours worked during the month of April 2016 with 150 hours required.  The following was reported for the month of April – 7 Traffic Citations; 0Parking / Snow Citations; 4 Arrests; 20 Citizen Complaints Taken; 1 Motor Vehicle Accident; 25 calls for service received; and 17 Traffic Stops.  
A building permit was presented for Grant & Amanda Harkrader for cementing their driveway.  A motion was made by Boecker second by Leach to approve the building permit.  All members present voting aye, motion carried.   
Discussion was held by the Council on making the City of Fredericksburg Parks and Recreation Trail Tobacco Free.  Much discussion was held on this and at the end there was no action taken on this. 
Jeremy McGrath, owner of the Chickasaw Ambulance,  was present  to request a decision of the Council as to whether or not an ambulance would continue to be housed in Fredericksburg after June 30th.  McGrath is requesting $25,000 each year for 3 year.  No decision was made on the ambulance at this time.  Some discussion was held  on having a First Responder Unit in Town.  More discussion will be held on this subject.  No action taken.
Motion by Boecker second by Dettmer that the rules governing the adoption of the Ordinance be suspended in order that this Ordinance No. 226-04-16 be placed upon its passage.  Ayes: Boecker, Schoonover, Leach, Dettmer, Speicher.  Nays. None.  Motion carried.

Motion by Boecker second by Dettmer that Ordinance No. 226-04-16 be declared as having its second and third readings and that the same be prepared for adoption.  Ayes: Boecker, Schoonover, Leach, Dettmer, Speicher.  Nays. None.  Motion carried.

Moved by Boecker second by Dettmer that Ordinance No. 226-04-16, An Ordinance Amending the Code of Ordinances of the City of Fredericksburg, Iowa, of the City of Fredericksburg, Iowa, 2013, By Amending Chapter 69.10 Snow Removal be adopted.  (a copy of this ordinance can be found at the end of the minutes).  Ayes: Boecker, Schoonover, Leach, Dettmer, Speicher.  Nays. None.  

Whereupon the Mayor declared Ordinance No. 226-04-16 duly adopted under the suspension of the rules and to be in full force and effect from and after its publication in a newspaper of general circulation in the City of Fredericksburg, Iowa.

Motion by Boecker second by Leach that the rules governing the adoption of the Ordinance be suspended in order that this Ordinance No. 227-04-16 be placed upon its passage.  Ayes: Boecker, Schoonover, Leach, Dettmer, Speicher.  Nays. None.  Motion carried.

Motion by Boecker second by Leach that Ordinance No. 227-04-16 be declared as having its second and third readings and that the same be prepared for adoption.  Ayes: Boecker, Schoonover, Leach, Dettmer, Speicher.  Nays. None.  Motion carried.

Moved by Boecker second by Leach that Ordinance No. 227-04-16, An Ordinance Amending the Code of Ordinances of the City of Fredericksburg, Iowa, of the City of Fredericksburg, Iowa, 2013, By Amending Chapter 4.03(1) PENALTIES  be adopted.  (a copy of this ordinance can be found at the end of the minutes).  Ayes: Boecker, Schoonover, Leach, Dettmer, Speicher.  Nays. None.  

Whereupon the Mayor declared Ordinance No. 227-04-16 duly adopted under the suspension of the rules and to be in full force and effect from and after its publication in a newspaper of general circulation in the City of Fredericksburg, Iowa.

A motion was made by Dettmer, second by Leach to hold the first reading on Ordinance 227-04-16, An ordinance amending the Code of Ordinances of the City of Fredericksburg, Iowa, Chapter 4.03(1).  4.03(1) PENALTIES. A municipal infraction is punishable by the following civil penalties: 1) Standard Civil Penalties: A. First Offense - $200.00; B. Second (2nd) Offense - $500.00; C. Third (3rd) or Subsequent Offenses - $1,500.00; D. A fine specified for parking violations during snow removal restriction is shown under Chapter 69.10.   Ayes: Boecker, Leach, Dettmer, Speicher.  Nays: None.  Absent : Schoonover.  Whereupon the Mayor declared Ordinance No. 227-04-16 as having its first reading as of this date.

The City will be having a clean-up day to dispose of appliances / TV's / electronics etc.  More details will be mailed out to each household.  A motion was made by Boecker second by Dettmer to do this and to set the pick-up date for Saturday, June 4th.  This will be a chance to get rid of bigger items at no cost.  After this date, letters will be sent out to enforce the clean-up of properties with fines being issued.

Pool Updates - still on schedule to open on Saturday, May 28.

A motion was made in the form of a resolution to approve the resignation of Stephanie Boecker, Council Member effective 6-7-2016 by Speicher second by Schoonover.  Ayes: Boecker, Schoonover, Leach, Dettmer, Speicher.  Nays: None.  Whereupon the Mayor declared Resolution No. 1232-05-2016 passed and approved as of this date. 

A motion was made in the form of a resolution to fill the vacancy in the City Council position by appointment that will occur on June 7, 2016 and that vacancy will be filled by July 2016.  Ayes: Boecker, Schoonover, Leach, Dettmer, Speicher.  Nays: None.  Whereupon the Mayor declared Resolution No. 1233-05-2016 passed and approved as of this date.

Discussion was held on the Trees Forever Grant.  A motion was made by Schoonover second by Dettmer to ok to apply for the grant for trees to be planted in the boulevard where there are no overhead electric lines.  All members present voting aye, motion carried.

Wednesday, May 11th at 5 p.m. was set for employee reviews.

A motion was made by Speicher second by Leach to set the date for the Public Hearing on the 2015/2016 Budget Amendment for the City of Fredericksburg for May 24, 2016 at 7:30 A.M.  All members present voting aye, motion carried.  Meeting will be held in the Council Chambers.

A motion was made by Speicher second by Schoonover to accept the resignation of Angie Quigley as bar manager.  All members present voting aye, motion carried.

The store room walls will be repaired soon.   We will be checking on some pricing for the project.

The Council discussed the fact that delinquent utility bills from rental property will be assessed to the landlord thru property taxes as the law allows.  

Under Public Works Director’s Report  - Bob asked the Council's permission to get a load of Cold Patch from Heartland - 16 T will cost $2,000.  A motion was made by Speicher second by Dettmer to allow this.  All members present voting aye, motion carried.   Bob also asked the Council's permission to start the Summer hours for the 3 outside guys (6:30 a.m. - 3 p.m.) starting on Tuesday, May 3 and going thru Labor Day.  The Council had no problem with this.  
There being no further business requiring Council action the meeting was adjourned with a motion by Dettmer second by Leach  at 8:45 p.m. 
The next regular meeting of the Fredericksburg City Council will be on Monday, June 6, 2016 at 7:00 P.M.

ORDINANCE NO. 226-04-16

Ordinance No. 226-04-16 - An Ordinance Amending the Code of Ordinances of the City of Fredericksburg, Iowa, 2013, By Amending Provisions Pertaining On Chapter 69.10 Snow Removal.

BE IT ENACTED by the City Council of the City of Fredericksburg, Iowa:

SECTION 1. 
SECTION MODIFIED.  69.10 SNOW REMOVAL of the Code of Ordinance of the City of Fredericksburg, Iowa, 2013, is amended and the following adopted in lieu thereof:


69.10 SNOW REMOVAL. No person, except physicians or other persons on emergency calls, shall park, abandon or leave unattended any vehicle on any public street, alley, or City-owned off-street parking during snow removal operations unless the snow has been removed or plowed from said street, alley or parking area and the snow has ceased to fall.  A citation for violating the parking restrictions during snow removal operations shall be a municipal infraction and shall be enforced as determined appropriate, but the fine for said violation shall be no more than $25.00 per occurrence.  The provisions of this section shall apply during the "snow removal season" which commences under either of the following conditions: 1) The first measurable snowfall or November 1, whichever comes first; or 2) Snow removal operations have been commenced by the City.

SECTION 2.
SEVERABILITY CLAUSE.  If any section, provision or part of this ordinance shall be adjudged invalid or unconstitutional, such adjudication shall not affect the validity of the ordinance as a whole or any section, provision or part thereof not adjudged invalid or unconstitutional.

SECTION 3.
WHEN EFFECTIVE.  This ordinance shall be in effect from and after its final passage, approval and publication as provided by law.

SECTION 1. 
SECTION MODIFIED.  69.10 SNOW REMOVAL of the Code of Ordinance of the City of Fredericksburg, Iowa, 2013, is amended and the following adopted in lieu thereof:


4.03(1) PENALTIES. A municipal infraction is punishable by the following civil penalties: 


1) Standard Civil Penalties: 



A. First Offense - $200.00; 



B. Second (2nd) Offense - $500.00; 



C. Third (3rd) or Subsequent Offenses - $1,500.00; 



D. A fine specified for parking violations during snow removal restriction is shown under Chapter 69.10

SECTION 2.
SEVERABILITY CLAUSE.  If any section, provision or part of this ordinance shall be adjudged invalid or unconstitutional, such adjudication shall not affect the validity of the ordinance as a whole or any section, provision or part thereof not adjudged invalid or unconstitutional.

SECTION 3.
WHEN EFFECTIVE.  This ordinance shall be in effect from and after its final passage, approval and publication as provided by law.
