A motion was made by Boecker second by Schoonover to approve the agenda with the addition of Quigley's Liquor License.  All members present voting aye, motion carried. 
The Council discussed wages / salaries for Fiscal Year 2016/2017.  After discussion, it was moved in the form of a resolution by Schoonover to set wages / salaries as Bob Schulz - $45,000; Ray Armbrecht, Curt Gruenberg, Cindy Lantow each at $44,000 per year.  The motion dies due to a lack of a second.
A motion was made in a form of a resolution by Boecker to set wages / salaries as Bob Schulz and Cindy each at  $45,000; Ray Armbrecht and Curt Gruenberg each at $44,000 per year.  The motion dies due to a lack of a second.

A motion was made in the form of a resolution by Speicher second by Leach to set wages / salaries as follows - Bob Schulz $45,000 per year and Ray Armbrecht, Curt Gruenberg, Cindy Lantow each $44,000 per year.  Ayes: Schoonover, Leach, Speicher. Nays: Boecker, Dettmer.   A motion was made in the form of a resolution  by Schoonover second by  Dettmer to set Kim Hoffman's wage at $26,000 per year.  Ayes: Schoonover, Leach, Speicher, Dettmer. Nays: Boecker.   A motion was made in the form of a resolution by Dettmer second by Leach to set Rachel Jarchow's wage at $11.50 per hour as janitor.  Ayes: Schoonover, Leach, Dettmer, Speicher.  Nays: Boecker.   All motions passed.
The salaries will be set per Resolution No. 1235-05-2016 - Resolution Setting Wages and Salaries for Appointed Office and Employees of the City through June 30, 2017 as follows -  Cindy Lantow, City Administrator – $44,000; Bob Schulz, Public Works - $45,000; Curt Gruenberg, Waste Collection, Parks & Pool - $44,000; Ray Armbrecht, Treatment Plant Operator - $44,000; Kim Hoffman, Office Assistant - $26,000 and Rachel Jarchow, janitor at $11.50 per hour. Be it resolved by the Council of the City of Fredericksburg, Iowa, the following employees and positions named above shall be paid the designated salaries for the 2016/2017 fiscal year. The City Administrator is hereby authorized and directed to issue checks/warrants biweekly, less legally required and authorized deductions from the amounts set out and to make such contributions to IPERS and FICA, income tax withholding, payroll insurance or any other purpose as required by law or City Council, all subject to audit and review by said City Council.  Whereupon the Mayor declared Resolution No. 1235-05-2016 passed and approved as of this date.

A motion was made by Boecker second by Schoonover to approve Quigley's Liquor License.  All members present voting aye, motion carried.

There being no further business requiring Council action it was moved by Leach and seconded by Speicher to adjourn at 5:33 p.m.  All members present voting aye, motion carried.
