COUNCIL PROCEEDINGS
June 6, 2016
On Monday, June 6,  2016 at the Municipal Hall at 7:00 P.M. the regular meeting of the Council, City of Fredericksburg Chickasaw County was held.

Mayor Shain Kroenecke in the chair called the meeting to order at 7 p.m.  Council Members present were Dean Speicher, Randy Leach, Brad Schoonover, Sheriton Dettmer, Stephanie Boecker
Employees present were Curt Gruenberg and Cindy Lantow.
Guests present were Don Dowd, Chuck Stone, Jeremy McGrath, Ralph Schultz, Gary & Carol Steege
The Pledge of Allegiance was said by all in attendance.

A motion was made by Leach second by Dettmer to approve the consent agenda with the addition of the item Repairing Store Room Walls; Approval of the agenda; Minutes of the May 2, May 11, May 24, May 25 Council Meetings; Financial Reports for April 2016; Summary List of Bills; Overtime/Comp. Time for May 2016 - Bob – 3 hrs. Comp. Time; Curt – 1 hr OT, 8 1/2 hrs. Comp. Time and Ray 2 hrs Comp. Time.  Cigarette Licenses for Casey's, All Stop and Fredericksburg Food Center.  All members present voting aye, motion carried. 
Deputy Marty Hemann presented the May 2016 Law Report. There were 151.5 hours worked during the month of May 2016 with 150 hours required.  The following was reported for the month of May – 1 Traffic Citations; 3 Parking / Snow Citations; 1Arrests; 4 Citizen Complaints Taken; 0 Motor Vehicle Accident; 13 calls for service received; and 10 Traffic Stops.  
The following Building Permits were discussed as approved as follows - Ken Westin - House - a motion by Schoonover second by Boecker to approve.  All members present voting aye, motion carried. Josh Slick - Ramp - a motion by Boecker second by Leach to approve.  All members present voting aye, motion carried.  Bob Rethamel - cement pads - a motion by Speicher second by Dettmer to approve.  All members present voting aye, motion carried.
Mayor Kroenecke stated that he had had a request from the Dairy Day board to allow "burnouts" at the end of the Car Cruise that will be held on Tuesday, June 7th.  After much discussion, no action was taken on this.  The Council did state that they would look at it again next year, if asked as long as they had more time and more information to make a decision.

Jeremy McGrath was present to discuss with the Council the Ambulance Service.  After discussion, it was moved by Boecker second by Leach to pay McGrath $15,000 for one year and asked that we get a monthly report on the number of calls there are in the City; to work closely with the City to try to get more volunteers and that the City would receive a schedule as to when the ambulance is in service.  All members present voting aye, motion carried.

Gary and Carol Steege was present to talk about the house at 306 Plum Street.  It has been abandoned for quite a while and it is getting to be quite an eyesore.  The Council agreed that this needs to be looked into.  The Council directed Cindy to contact Kenny Rasing to see what can be done with this property.  No action taken at this time.

John Hansen was present to give an update on the progress of the property at 121 Lions Road.  He was reminded that he needs to give a progress report.  It was suggested to him that we need to have a report in by Friday, June 24th.  No action taken at this time.

Shawver Well has asked to be released from their lease at the Fire Station.  It was agreed by the Council that we need to have our City Attorney look into this.  No action taken at this time.
A motion by Boecker second by Schoonover to approve the agreement from Fehr Graham for the Trail Work.  All members present voting aye, motion carried.

Discussion was held on garbage totes vs. garbage bags.  A motion was made by Dettmer second by Schoonover to get the cart (tote) lift for the back end of the garbage truck.  Ayes: Boecker, Dettmer, Schoonover.  Nays: Leach, Speicher.  Motion passed.  A motion was made by Dettmer second by Schoonover to order carts (totes) for garbage pickup.  We will get new pricing on the totes and lift.  There will be more information coming out on this in the near future.  Ayes: Boecker, Schoonover, Leach, Dettmer.  Nays: Speicher.  Motion passed.

Yard Waste Pickup was discussed but no action was taken at this time.

A motion was made by Speicher second by Leach to purchase 2 LED lights for the inside of the pool house.  Ayes: Leach, Speicher, Schoonover, Dettmer.  Nays: Boecker.  Motion passed.

A motion was made in the form of a resolution by Boecker second by Leach to hire Tori Sorenson and to pay her $20.00 per session for Aqua Fit Instructor for this year at the Pool.  Ayes: Speicher, Dettmer, Leach, Schoonover, Boecker.  Nays: None.  Whereupon the Mayor declared Resolution No. 1236-06-2016 passed and approved as of this date.  
Under Park & Rec Updates -


Curt asked if a light could be put on an existing pole by the ball field on Lion's Road as it is quite dark up there.  A motion was made by Speicher second by Schoonover to put in a light on an existing pole as long as the price did not exceed $500.  All members present voting aye, motion carried.

There have been requests to allow UTV's on the City Streets just like golf carts.  A motion by Speicher to allow UTV's.  Motion dies due to a lack of a second.

A committee of Dettmer, Leach and the Mayor will meet with the candidates who are interested in Boecker's council seat and after that the Mayor will make the appointment.  An appointment should be made by the July Council Meeting.

Under Public Works Director’s Report  -  A request to purchase 12 barrels of sealer for the Trail was on the agenda which would cost approximately $6500.  A motion was made by Dettmer second by Boecker to allow this purchase.  All members present voting aye, motion carried.
The Mayor thanked Stephanie for her years of service and commitment to the Council and Community.  (This was Stephanie's last meeting).

There being no further business requiring Council action the meeting was adjourned with a motion by Dettmer second by Boecker at 8:48 p.m.
