COUNCIL PROCEEDINGS
August 6, 2018 
On Monday, August 6, 2018 at the Municipal Hall at 7:00 P.M. the regular meeting of the Council, City of Fredericksburg Chickasaw County was held.

Mayor Shain Kroenecke in the chair called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  Council Members present were Dean Speicher, Doreen Cook, Randy Leach, Jimmy Mitchell, and Sheriton Dettmer.
Employees present were Bob Schulz and Cindy Lantow.
Guests present were Chuck Stanton, Andy Meyer, LaVonne Hartson, Scott Njus, Beth Becker, Anon Anderson, Brianna Pitz, Sheriff Marty Hemann, Gail Holmes, Ray Starbuck, Cassondra Rich, Katie Rich, Jason Rich, Alex Rich, Jeff Pleggenkuhle, and Harold Nordaas.
The Pledge of Allegiance was said by all in attendance.

A motion was made by Mitchell second by Speicher to approve the consent agenda as presented -  July 2 and July 24, 2018 Council Meetings; Summary List of Bills; Financial Reports for June 2018 and Overtime/Comp. Time for July 2018 - Curt – 8 hrs Comp. Time.  All members present voting aye, motion carried.
Sheriff Marty Hemann presented the July 2018 Law Report.  There were 74.5 hours worked during the month of July 2018 with a total of 74.5 hours for July 2018 which is an average of 74.5 hrs per month.  
Building Permits – 

Duane Brown / Shelly Collins - Deck – a motion was made by Leach second by Speicher to approve the application as presented.   All members present voting aye, motion carried.

Chad Davis – Patio - a motion was made by Mitchell second by Dettmer to approve the application as presented.  All members present voting aye, motion carried.

Farmers Win Co-op – ½ million gallon liquid storage tank.  A motion was made by Speicher second by Leach to approve the application as presented.  All members present voting aye, motion carried.

Methodist Church – Concrete drive / Parking lot.  A motion was made by Dettmer second by Speicher to approve the application as presented.  All members present voting aye, motion carried.

Scott & Jesse Njus – Fence – A motion was made by Mitchell second by Leach to approve the application as presented.  All members present voting aye, motion carried.

Jason & Katie Rich – Decks – A motion was made by Speicher second by Dettmer to approve the application as presented.  All members present voting aye, motion carried.


Amanda Warnke – Patio on garage – A motion was made by Cook second by Mitchell to approve the application as presented.  All members present voting aye, motion carried.


AVEKA – Revised building permit application from the July meeting.  The new building will be going east & west instead of north and south.  A motion was made by Mitchell second by Dettmer to approve the revision as presented.  All members present voting aye, motion carried.

Library Report for July was in the Council packets and Katie pointed out a few highlights. No action taken.
The Library Board was present to talk with the Council about Health Insurance and the water problem at the Library.    The Library Board talked with the Council on the H.SA contribution.  Since it is a benefit to employees and not a part of the health insurance, the Library Board would need to decide if they were participating with the contribution that would come out of the Library Budget as the Council could not make that decision.  The library board stated that they would participate with the contribution and it would come out of their budget.  Cindy will get the info to Katie.  No action was needed on this discussion.
Lyle TeKippe of Fehr Graham had been to the Library and offered some suggestions on a possible solution on the leaking issue at the Library.  The Library has asked Nolte Excavating and Speicher Excavating to present bids for the work to be done.  The Library Board asked the Council if the bids came in higher than what they had set aside if the City would stand the extra cost.  Shain suggested that they go ahead with getting the bids but couldn’t guarantee if the City can stand the cost.  A representative from Peters Construction was present at the meeting and Cook suggested that he look at the issue and get us his suggestion as to what can be done.  The Council and Library Board this would be a good thing to do.
Jason Rich was present to discuss with the council whether or not his property was “grandfathered in” for animals.  The Council stated that it was not.  They suggested that he talk to his neighbors and get their “ok” to have the animals and then bring it back to the Council.  No action taken at this time.
Chuck Stanton of Stanton Electric was present to update the Council on some electric projects that will be going on in Fredericksburg.  Some lines will be put underground in back of Casey’s and a motion was made by Leach second by Dettmer to do so.  All members present voting aye, motion carried.  Chuck also informed the Council that with AVEKA’s new building we will be doing updating in that area also, some lines will be put underground, a new transformer and other updates as needed.
Ray Starbuck of Peters Construction was present to talk to the Council on what can be done to repair the City Hall roof. The quote to do this is $10,000 and should give a more life to the roof.  They will also get us a quote on repairing the efface stucco along the sides of the building where it is pealing.  A motion was made by Leach second by Speicher to proceed with the roof repair project.  All members present voting aye, motion carried.
Leach talked to the Council about getting bids to replace the fence between the golf course & City Treatment Plant.    The Council agreed it would be ok to get written/sealed bids.  Leach also will talk with the golf course on them paying their ½ of the fence replacement.

Jeff Pleggenkuhle discussed with the Council a drainage issue between the trail and the Zieske property that he rents the land.  An estimate of $493.50 to install an intake on south side of bike trail was presented to the Council.  After discussion, a motion was made by Mitchell second by Leach to have the intake installed and the City make the payment.  All members present voting aye, motion carried.
Discussion was held on the sewer issue on Madison and High Street and after discussion is was moved by Mitchell second by Dettmer to run the 4” service line from the house on Madison Ave. to the sewer main on High Street on the inside of the sidewalk, where the property owner will give an easement to do so.  Ayes: Leach, Mitchell, Dettmer.  Abstain: Cook, Speicher.  Motion carried.
Cook stated that we need to decide who is paying for this project.  Mitchell stated that he felt that the City had some stake in this as the line wasn’t located, the line was working until it got hit and that it is a unique situation.  A motion was made by Mitchell that all parties involved pay 1/3 of the bill and this was seconded by Leach.  Ayes: Mitchell, Speicher, Leach, Dettmer.  Nays: Cook.  Motion carried.
Mayor Kroenecke opened the bids from Nolte Excavating and Speicher Excavating to put in the new service line at Madison Ave. & High Street.  The results are Nolte Excavating - $6,500 and Speicher Excavating - $5,287.20.  A motion was made by Dettmer second by Mitchell to accept the bid from Speicher Excavating for $5,287.20.  Ayes: Leach, Speicher, Mitchell, and Dettmer.  Nays: Cook.  Motion carried.
Motion by Mitchell second by Leach to approve the bid from Team Lab for Sterilent in the amount of $8,000 to be used at the Treatment Plant.  All members present voting aye, motion carried.

Some discussion was held on the report from Ray A. on the blowers. The Council feels they aren’t working as they should.  A letter will be sent to Aerzen to discuss this with them.  

A little discussion was held on the “grandfathering in” ordinance that had been drafted.  The ordinance was given to our City Attorney for her to work on the draft to get the wording that is needed.

Leach told the Council that the Tractor Lease Program is still in effect for the City to get another tractor for $500 for the year.  The tractor and loader is here and should be delivered in the next month.  

No action was taken on the 911 / Emergency Board Updates, just some conversation on who would be attending the meetings.  It was decided that an agenda would be posted for Thursday’s meeting in New Hampton so 3 Council Members could attend if they wished.

Dettmer and Speicher presented their suggestion for a speed / radar sign to be put on each edge of the Main Street.  The bids we have are from December 2017 so the Council stated that we should get a new quote.  A motion was made by Mitchell second by Leach to purchase 2 signs as long as the price is within $500 of the quoted price from December.  All members present voting aye, motion carried.

Part-time applicants were reviewed and 3 chosen to interview by Mitchell and Cook.  The Council stated that Bob and Cindy will also be present at the interviews.  Cindy will set up the interviews.

Under the Public Works Director Report –


Bids were opened to replace 2 valve boxes at the corner of Main Street & N. Washington Ave – Bid results – Nolte Excavating $6,680 and Speicher Excavating $6,670.  A motion was made by Dettmer second by Leach to approve the bid from Speicher Excavating.  All members present voting aye, motion carried.

Bob informed the Council that he would need to get some rock and black dirt.  He also said that a small parking / turn around area should be put by the bathroom at Mattke Park.  The Council agreed that this all should be done.  


Bob had talked with Stanton Electric on the cost to fix the noon whistle which would be around $400.  A motion was made by Mitchell second by Dettmer to get it fixed.  All members present voting aye, motion carried.

There being no further business requiring Council action it was moved the Mayor to adjourn at 9:00 p.m.  
The next regular meeting of the Fredericksburg City Council will be on Wednesday, September 5, 2018 at 7:00 P.M.  (NOTE: day changed due to the Labor Day holiday).
